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The Forgotten Land Policies

For last couple of years the peasant communities of Assam have been relentlessly
demanding before the government of Assam to implement the decadal old land
policies of the state that were proclaimed officially time to time. These demands are
carrying forward by different peasant organization affiliated with the left parties of
Assam and also under Krishak Mukti Samngram Sammitte (KMSS), a prominent
organization of the state popular for its outstanding advocacy for the causes of
vulnerable communities across the state. However, the state government’s apathy
towards the needs of the peasants’ community and apparent inclination of the
concerned government to lease out huge portion of government lands to industrial
as well as corporate houses has insulted the very idea where a represented government
is very much reluctant to do away from its earlier commitment.

Post-independent policies: If someone studies carefully the age old policies of
the state then it would give an opportunity to understand the ongoing paradoxical
stand of each successive government, which committed a lot in their declared official
land policies and simultaneously negated the importance of the previous one. Let
examine a few government land policies of Assam that again will give a little
glimpse of the stated hypothesis. The Land Policy adopted by the Assam Government
in 1958 categorically admitted the changing circumstances in the post —independent
Assam and accepted the broad principles on land reforms and agrarian reorganization
as proposed by the planning commission of India. Having considered the crisis
faced by the farmers of the state and principle laid down by the Planning Commission,
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the Assam government laid down a

comprehensive land policy. The policy of 1958

incorporated some of the historic reform measures

among which the implementation of declared land
and agrarian reforms and conversion of annual

patta to periodic patta could be considered as a

step of historical signifance. The said two

provisions enumerated as follow—

(i) The implementation of the acts already in
existence in respect of land reforms and
agrarian reforms shall be taken up immedi-
ately; and steps shall be taken to pass
legislations in respect of other reform
measures.

(i) The annual patta lands confer no right of
transfer or of inheritance beyond the year of
issue or of sub-letting .Consequently, there is
no security of tenure .And the lands being
non-transferable, the owners cannot procure
any loan against the securities of these annual
lands. The pattas are generally renewed
annually on the basis of actual possession.
This gives scope for un-authorized
occupation. The pattas being liable to cancel-
lation on service of non-renewal notice, there
is no security of tenure.

The Government of Assam also formulated
in the policy the idea of giving land settlement
to the individuals which was limited to 8 bighas
to 12 bighas according to the fertility of the soil
and stipulated the following preferential order for
giving land settlement; -

a) The settlement —holders who have been

rendered landless due to flood, river erosion

or earthquake and whose lands were requi-
sitioned or acquisitioned by Governinent for
public purposes.

b) The landless cultivators and displaced persons.

¢) Settlement-holders who have been rendered

landless by river erosion and who occupy

reserves with the permission of the Deputy

Commissioner. Such occupants shall not be

removed until alternative land can be

provided.

The Land Settlement Policy of
categorically mentioned about the
implementation of previous land policy and
identified certain factors responsible for rapid
growth of land less person in the state. The
admitted fact of the then government was based
on the sixteenth round of national sample survey
conducted in the state in 1960-61 which revealed
about the existence of 15 per cent of the rural
families having no agricultural holdings.
Considering the prevailing high pressure on
agriculture land the government land settlement
policy envisaged certain measures which included-
land settlement only with the actual cultivator up
to the limit of 10 bighas per family; encouraging
formation of Co-operative Farming Societies;

non-
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constitution of village level committee for
protecting Village Grazing Reserve(VGR) and
Professional Grazing Reserve(PGR); expeditious
and firm administrative measures for effective
eviction of all encroachers in forest, grazing and
other reserves; preventive measures to prohibit
alienation of agricultural land from cultivators to
non-cultivators and also prohibition of sub-
cultivator letting and most attention was given to
conversion of annual land into periodic by
adopting a simple procedure of premium
deposition.

Like in all the previous policies, little
emphasis was given by the Assam government to
implement the reiterated provisions of the said




policy. In 1972, the government of Assam came
with a set of new land policy to optimize the use
of available land so that the State national income
could be increased. Before the adaptation of this
policy the government of Assam undertook a
survey on the basis of a submitted preliminary
report of the Land Settlement Implementation
Advisory Committee to enumerate eligible landless
agriculturalist (families). According to this survey,
the number of landless agriculturist (families) was
6, 22,295 as on 30" September, 1969. The 1972
policy for the first time reaffirmed the government
stand to make a transparent and easy procedure
to covert the existing patta lands in rural areas
falling outside the periphery of 2 miles of
Municipalities, Town Committees, and Revenue
Towns. It was declared in the policy that a person
could automatically convert his/her annual patta
land to a periodic one by depositing
appropriate premium as decided by the
government.

Policy with Vague Assurances:
The Assam government abysmally failed
in the process of conversion of annual
patta land to a periodic one and thus the
policy of 1972 became obsolete.
Considering the large number of petitions
pending for settlement of land in the state
and considering the need to regularize
the long occupations of Government land
by granting settlement of land as
admissible with the eligible landless persons ,the
government also issued a circular in1978 in partial
modification of the Land Policy of 1972 to all
Deputy commissioners and Sub Divisional officers
of the state. But all these instructions have proved
to be ossified and the task of survey and
settlement of land in general and regularization
of old occupations of government land with the
eligible landless persons in particular  could not
be carried out effectively and satisfactorily.
Therefore, the Assam government imitating its
predecessor’s inclinations adopted a new policy
in 1989. This policy stipulated certain provisions
like-allotment/settlement of land for ordinary
cultivation in rural area; settlement of the tenanted
land acquired under the Assam Fixation of Ceiling
on Land Holdings Act,1956; allotmen/settlement
of land for homestead purpose in rural areas;

allotment of land for allied agricultural purposes
in rural areas; allotment/settlement of land for
special cultivation; restriction of transfer of
agricultural land; conversion of annual lease into
periodic etc.

Though 25 years have elapsed since the
adoption of the last land policy 1989, no actual
measures have been taken by the respective
government to implement the declared policies.
In contrast, in the post liberal era, the government
of Assam has adopted a number administrative
industrial policies which are against the spirit of
declared land policies and prejudicial to the
agricultural community of the state. The KMSS
have bought into light a number of such instances
where the state machinery patronizing a group of
industrial houses as well as land brokers to violate
the provisions of government land acts and

policies by facilitating illegal measures to convert
huge numbers of agricultural plots to industrial
and estate buildings. The state is now seems to
have prepared itself to withdraw the decadal land
welfare measures, once designed for the well
being of the innumerable land less people of the
state. It has doubt that proliferation of landless
people as a result of massive conversion of
agricultural land to non-agricultural will
eventually deepening the conflict situation in the
state. If the government of Assam fails to
formulate a systematic and realistic land policy to
solve the enduring problem of the land less, than
it would again lingering the social unrest of the
state.

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Rapidly Changing Climate
Hits Hard Flora, Exotic Plants in NE

Guwahati, Dec 28: The Manipuris might soon
have to take off Yongchak (also known as bitter
bean or stink bean) from their menu and the
beautiful state flower, Siroi Lily that blooms
abundantly in the Siroi hill ranges in the Ukhrul
district of the state may soon stop blooming.

Similarly, the Scotland of the East, Shillong
which has been enchanting people with its
abundant Pine trees may not do so in the days to
come.

Thanks to the climate change, which has been
hitting hard the exotic plants and floras of the region
to a great extent.

The scientists at the Rain Forest Research
Institute (RFRI), a premiere research Institute
located in Assam’s Jorhat town, have recently
observed significant impact of climate chunge on
the rich flora available in some of the northeastern

states and said that the climate changemight rob
these states of their floral diversity in the days to
come.

“Recently we have conducted a study on
different flora of some of the northeastern states
and the findings are shocking. The Yongchak
(scientifically known as Parkia speciosa) are drying
up in Manipur and in Nagaland,” said Dr. RP Bora,
a scientist of the RFRI while talking to this
correspondent.

Itmay be mentioned here that Parkia speciosa
is a plant of the genus Parkia in the family Fabaceae.
It bears long, flat edible beans with bright green
seeds the size and shape of plump almonds which
have a rather peculiar smell, similar to (but stronger
than) that of the Shiitake mushroom.

It is called Yongchak across in Manipur and
the locals consume as a Salad mixed with fermented




fish or boiled or roasted seeds either alone or in a mash of boiled vegetables
ced with fermented fish. It is one of the signature items of Manipuri cuisine.

“Similarly, I have done another research project on the Siroi Lily
(scientifically known as Lilium Mackliniae). When the flower was first
scovered in the Siroi hill range in Manipur in1946, the height of the plant
was recorded at 5 to 6 feet. However, the plant has dwarfed in recent years to
6 inches in 2013,” said Bora.

The Siroi lily is known worldwide for its rare and modest beauty. It is
found in the upper reaches on the third peak of Siroi hill ranges in the Ukhrul
district of Manipur, at an elevation of 1730 m to 2590 m above mean sea
level. It is the State flower of Manipur since 19809.

“We are also getting reports that the Pine trees that used to dot the landscape
in Ukhrul district of Manipur are drying up. We have also found the drying
up of Pine trees in Shillong, the capital of Meghalaya,” he said while adding
that while the RFRI is looking at the Pine drying up in Shillong, they have
found it difficult to carry out further research works in Manipur due to law
and order problem in the state.

Concept, Objectives And
Advantages Of Internal Audit

Concept of Internal Audit

Internal audit is a review of operations and
records undertaken within a business by specially
assigned staff. It is a post-transaction review to
evaluate the correctness of records and the
effectiveness of operations on a continuous basis
in an organization by the paying staffs. The term
‘internal audit’ has been defined as the
independent appraisal of activity within an
organization for the review of accounting,
financial and other business practices as a
protective and constructive arm of management.
It is a type of control which functions by
measuring and evaluating the effectiveness of
other types of controls. Internal audit deals
primarily with accounting and financial matters,
but it may also properly deal with matters of an
operating nature.
~—The work of internal auditor is more or less
the same as that of external or professional auditor.
Being the employee of the organization, S/he has
to see that there is no waste and inefficiency in
the organization. An auditor has to ensure that
the organization incurs liabilities in respect of its
valid and legitimate activities. S/he has to make
efforts to find out the weakness of the internal
control and internal check system followed in the
organization and suggest necessary improvements.

Many large organizations have a system of
internal audit within the organization as a integral
part of internal control. Internal auditing is a staff
function rather than a line function and the internal

auditor does not exercise direct authority over
other persons in the organization.

Objectives Of Internal Audit

The objectives of the internal audit can be
summarized as follows:

1. To verify the correctness, accuracy and
authenticity of the financial accounting and
statistical records presented to the manage-
ment.

2. To confirm that the liabilities have been
incurred by the organization in respect of its
valid and legitimate activities.

3. To comment on the effectiveness of the
internal control system and the internal check
system in force and to suggest ways and
means to improve these systems.

4. To facilitate the early detection and prevention
of frauds.

5. To examine the protection afforded to
company’s assets and use of them for
business purpose.

6. To identify the authorities responsible for
purchasing assets and other items as well as
disposal of assets.

7. To ensure that the standard accounting
practices which have to be followed by the
organization are strictly followed.

8. To undertake special investigation for the
management.

9. To assist management in achieving the most
efficient administration of the operation by
establishing procedures by complying with




company’s operating policies.
Advantages Of Internal Audit

1. Staffs remain alert because their work shall
be checked by the internal auditor. So,
accounting remains correct.

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Problems of Girl Child Domestic

Workers in India

Introduction

Child Domestic Work has been recognized
as one of the most intolerable forms of child labour
and has been identified by the International
Labour Organization (ILO) as a priority sector
for removing children from work. In the ILO s
Convention on the Prohibition and Elimination of
the Worst forms of Child Labour (ILO Convention
No. 182), the situation of children in domestic
work has been compared to a new form of slavery.
Various studies, surveys and local observation
projects estimate that the worldwide magnitude
of this practice is enormous, representing 20 to
40 percent of all child labour. The practice
especially in the case of girls is very extensive as
many cultures continue to view girls working in
the household as an essential part of their

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upbringing. The ILO in its first ever global
estimates on domestic work estimates that there
are currently 15.5 million children engaged in
this sector and states that domestic work is the
single largest employment category for girls under
the age of 16 in the world. Girl Child domestic
work (GCDW) is one of the most common and
traditional form of child labour in India. Families
in urban areas often recruit children from rural
villages through families, friends or contacts.
These children, hidden behind the closed doors
of private houses, are the world’s most forgotten
children. In 2006, the Indian government
amended the Child Labour (Prohibition and
Regulation) Act, prohibiting the employment of
children under the age of 14 as domestic help
and in the hospitality industry. But like many
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such laws, it’s openly flouted. They remain the
most vulnerable and exploited children of all; yet
their suffering and cry remains unseen and
unheard.

The issue of Child Domestic Worker (CDW)
is very complex and problematic. Domestic work
is that it takes place in the private space of the
home, which is not the child’'s own home but of
the employer’s home. Domestic child workers
(CDWs) are among the most invisible child
labourers. The number of children exploited in
private households is unknown because of the
hidden nature of the work. As a result, it is difficult
to bring it out in public or on government agendas
to make it an issue for debate though they are the
most vulnerable and exploited. The rights of the
children in domestic work are exploited as they
are paid little or nothing, are malnourished, are
very vulnerable to abuse, harassment and sexual
exploitation, and do not go to the school. The
legal provisions under the Child Labour Act, 1986
on the terms, norms and standards to regulate the
employment of children are ineffective, because
children work is a largely invisible domain outside
law and the public sphere.

This paper has tried to define and debate the
issue of child domestic workers, their problems
and attributing factors. This paper also discussed
and analyzed different statutory and other policy
measures and recommended suitable strategies to
be adopted to deal with this problem of child
domestic workers. The discussion and analysis
are made here on the basis of secondary data
collected from various sources like ILO, Census
Report, Reports of UNICEF and NCRB.

Who are Child Domestic Workers?

Child domestic workers (CDWs) are “persons
under 18 years who work in households other
than their own, doing domestic chores, caring for
children, tending the garden, running errands and
helping their employers run their small businesses,
amongst other tasks. This includes children who
“live in” and those who live separately from their
employers, as well as those who are paid for their
work, those who are not paid, and those who
receive “in-kind” benefits, such as food and
shelter” (Blagbrough, 2010).

Magnitude of the Problem

In India, very little information is available

on child domestic workers. In 1978, a survey
conducted by National Institute of Public
Cooperation and Child Development (NIPCCD)
in Bombay showed that 56 % of female child
labourers were employed as domestic workers.
The national survey on domestic workers
conducted by CBCI Commission of Justice,
Development and Peace in eight cities showed
that one sixth of domestic workers were children.
According to 1971 census 25 % of working
children in Delhi are employed as housemaids.
The UNICEF Report on the State of the World’s
Children 1997 stated that in India, 17% of
domestic workers were under 15 years old and
90% of employing households preferred girls aged
12 to 15 years. A study conducted by Tamil Nadu
Slum Clearance Board on child labor revealed
that CDWs formed 12 % of the Child labour
population in Chennai. Ministry of Women and
Child Development, India conducted a Study on
Child Abuse: India 2007, which states that out of
the total working children, 23.2% were child
domestic workers. Among these, an overwhelming
majority 81.16% were girls. Out of all child
domestic workers, 44.19% were in the age group
of 5-12 years followed by 33.27% in the age
group of 15-18 years and 22.54% in the age group
of 13-14 years. According to ILO, there are
approximately 12.6 million child laborers in India
of which approximately 20% to 40% work as
domestic helpers or in hospitality. NGOs estimate
that there could be as many as 100 million child
labourers in India. Save the Children suggests
that 74% of child domestic workers in India are
between the ages of 12 to 16. There is an increase
in the number of child labourers from 11.28
million in 1991 to 12.66 million in 2001 (Census
Report, 2001) and 15% of them are engaged as
Domestic Workers.

Problem faced by the Girl Child domestic
workers

Despite their important contributions to their
employers household and the global economy,
domestic workers are among the most exploited
and abused workers in the world, due to persistent
discrimination, exclusion from labour laws,
isolation, and the invisible nature of their work.
Here, an attempt has been made to explain the
major problems faced by a girl child domestic
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worker while performing the job that limits her
rights as a human being and her overall growth
is hampered.

1. Loneliness/Alienation

As a result of the nature of her work (they
work alone in a house most of the time) and the
seclusion of her workplace, girl child domestic
worker suffers from a high degree of loneliness.
This is compounded by the fact that the majority
has not or limited time off and because of their
basic illiteracy, are unable to write and
communicate with their family who live far away.
Many of the full time workers are not allowed to
use the telephone or even go out to get in touch
with friends or relatives who are in the same city.
Having to live in an alien environment, speak an
alien language and get used to alien eating habits
without a support network of friends to help. This
often leads to a dislocation of their personalities
and causes many to suffer coping or adjustment
problems. Those who do adjust and live in the
city for some time often suffer a reverse alienation
in that they cannot reintegrate into their original
rural or tribal way of life. Thus any possibility of
a good future is denied to them. For many young
girls their future chances of marriage are affected
by the stigma of their work and their stay in the
cities.

2. Abuse, Harassment and Assault

Domestic workers are expected to be non-
questioning, subservient, obedient and non-
confrontational. This despite the fact that many a
time they are subjected to virulent and harsh verbal
abuse often compounded by physical abuse,
assault and harassment. They are hit, burnt, or
pushed around. In the case of child domestic
workers, as they reside within the employers
household, are also insecure with regard to their
personal safety. They are constantly vulnerable
to verbal, physical and sometimes even sexual
harassment from male members of the employer
s family or neighbourhood; and even they have
no other place to go after such abuse. The
isolation and loneliness, which characterize the
very nature of their employment situation, make
it impossible for many workers to approach
anyone for help or assistance. Besides the shame
associated with abuse or harassment makes them
suffer through such trauma rather than complain.

3. No Job Security and Arbitrary
Termination

Child Domestic workers have no job security.
Since supply outstrips demand they are liable to
be hired or fired at the whims of the employers.
The absence of a contract makes these workers
vulnerable to arbitrary terminations based on the
whims of the employers. In many cases domestic
workers are prevented from exercising her right
to terminate an unpleasant abusive and or
exploitative employer as employers often consider
hiring and firing solely their prerogative. Very
rarely do employers give their domestic workers
a month notice or months wages in lieu when
they are terminated. There is no trade union for
taking up the cause of CDWs makes the situation
worst.

4. Long Hours, Low Wages, Little Rest

Child domestic work is often characterized
by long working hours and a lack of rest, paid
holidays or vacation time. Child domestic workers
often work for a fraction of the minimum wage,
if they are paid at all. Those who live with their
employers can be “on call” for 24 hours a day.
Long hours of work and little time for rest,
recreation or socializing, etc. negatively impact
the child s mental, physical, social and intellectual
development.

5. Hazards

The nature of domestic work exposes child
domestic workers to a range of household dangers.
Many have suffered serious injuries from the use
of hazardous materials and equipment, such as
sharp knives, hot irons, boiling water, electrical
appliances, and hazardous chemicals such as
bleach, often without training or protective
clothing. When expected to perform skilled tasks
such as childcare or caring for the elderly with
minimum training, children can struggle with
constant demands and responsibilities. Child
domestic workers often receive little or inadequate
medical treatment in times of ill health.

6. Domestic servitude

In extreme cases, the conditions and
circumstances of child domestic work can amount
to forced labour. Many children are trafficked
into domestic servitude, and some are bonded
labour, forced to work for paying off a loan that
their parents have received from their employer.




7. Absence of Dignity

Child domestic workers are nameless and
voiceless. Legally, they are not even accepted as
workers and are conveniently called. ‘Servants’,
‘Maids’, etc. Neither are they addressed by their
names. Their work is normally considered as non-
work and their jobs are stigmatized as low, dirty
and menial. They are treated as non- persons with
no identity and needs of their own. Unquestioning
subservience and obedience are demanded by
their employers. They are often denied

participation in normal social and cultural life;
contact with outsiders by phone or direct. Sadly
these sums up those domestic workers are denied
their very dignity as human being and worker.
8. Denial of education
Research shows that most child domestic

are fully protected. Children enjoy equal rights as
adults as per Article-14 of the Constitution. Article-
15(3) empowers the State to make special
provisions for children. Article-21 A of the
Constitution of India directs the State to provide
free and compulsory education to all children
within the ages of 6 and 14 in such manner as
the State may by law determine. Article-23
prohibits trafficking of human beings and forced
labour. Article-24 on prohibition of the
employment of children explicitly prevents
children below the age of 14 years from being
employed to work in any factory, mine or any
other hazardous form of employment. Article-
39(f) directs the State to ensure that children are
given equal opportunities and facilities to develop
in a healthy manner and in conditions of freedom
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workers attach great importance to getting an
education. For many, the promise of schooling
was a key factor behind their entry into domestic
service. However, the reality is that if not most,
many child domestic workers are denied the
opportunity to go to school. Even when an
employer does not prevent attendance, the long
working hours and requirements of a child
domestic worker s job make it very difficult to
keep up with their studies. The rigidity or
inflexibility of the formal education system can
be another obstacle, alongside the difficulty in
affording school fees, books, uniforms and
transportation costs.

Constitutional and Legislative provisions to
protect Children in India

A. Constitutional provisions

Several provisions in the Constitution of India
impose on the State about the primary
responsibility of ensuring that all the needs of
children are met and that their basic human rights

and dignity and guaranteed protection of
childhood and youth against moral and material
abandonment. Article-45 of the Constitution
specifies that the State shall endeavour to provide
early childhood care and education for all children
until they complete the age of 6 years. Article-
SIA clause (k) lays down a duty that parents or
guardians provide opportunities for education to
their child or ward between the age of 6 and 14
years. Article-243G read with Schedule-11
provides for institutionalizing child care to raise
the level of nutrition and the standard of living,
as well as to improve public health and monitor
the development and well-being of children in
the Country.
B. Statutory Measures
e The Child Labour (Prohibition and
Regulation) Act, 1986: It prohibits and
regulates the work of children below the age
of 14 in different hazardous establishments
and occupations. The 2006 amendment of
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the Act prohibit employment of children
under the age of 14 as domestic help and in
the hospitality industry.

® The Immoral Traffic (Prevention) Act, 1956:
In 1950, the Government of India ratified the
International Convention for the Suppression
of Immoral Traffic in Persons and the
Exploitation of the Prostitution of others.
Accordingly, India passed the Suppression of
Immoral Traffic in Women and Girls Act,
1956 (SITA) in 1956. The act was further
amended and changed in 1986, resulting in
the Immoral Traffic Prevention Act also
known as PITA. PITA only discusses
trafficking in relation to prostitution and not
in relation to other purposes of trafficking
such as domestic work, child labour, organ
harvesting, etc. This Act made provision for
stringent punishment for forcing child into
prostitution and living on the earning of child
prostitutes. PITA also made it a responsibility
of the Government to take appropriate steps
for the rehabilitation of such victimized child
prostitutes.
C. Policy and Programmes

® National Policy for Children 1974: 1t is the
first policy document concerning the needs
and rights of children. It recognized children
to be a supremely important asset to the
country. The goal of the policy is to take the
necessary steps in ensuring the constitutional
provisions for children and the UN
Declaration of Rights are implemented. It
outlines services that the state should provide
to the children, before and after birth and
throughout the period of growth for their
fullest physical, mental and social
development.

® The National Plan of action for Children,
2005: This is by far the most comprehensive
planning document concerning children. It

~ clearly outlined goals, objectives and strategies

to achieve the objectives outlined and
recognized the needs of all children up to the
age of eighteen. It has divided child rights
into four basic categories as per the United
Nations Convention on the Rights of a Child
(CRC 1989): Child survival, Child

development, Child protection and Child
participation.
® BalikaSamriddhiYojana 1997: It is an
important initiative of the government to raise
the status of the girl child. The scheme aims
at changing the negative attitude of the
families and the communities towards the girl
child; to increase enrolment and retention of
girls in schools; to raise the marriage age of
girls and to create income opportunities and
activities. A series of incentives are
incorporated into the Yojana, such as a gift
of Rs. 500/- to the mother on the delivery of
a baby girl and the condition of an annual
scholarship for the girl child’s education.
® KishoriSakti Yojana2000-2001: It aims at
empowering adolescent girls so that they may
become responsible citizens. It looks at all
aspects of developments of adolescent girls.
The large objective of the scheme is to
advance the nutritional, health and
development status of adolescent girls,
support increasing knowledge of health,
hygiene, nutrition and family care, and to
integrate them with opportunities for learning
life skills, going back to school, helping girls
to understand their society and become
prolific members of the society.
The Reality
Despite having different provisions and
mechanisms for protection of child in India, the
situation of children in the country is pathetic.
While an absolute increase of 181 million in the
country s population has been recorded during
the decade 2001-2011, there is a reduction of
2.99 million female children aged 0-6 years during
this period. In 2011, the Crimes against children
reported a 24% increase from the previous year
with a total of 33,098 cases of crimes against
children reported in the country as compared to
26,694 cases during 2010 (NCRB). In 2011,
among the IPC crimes, an increase of 43% was
registered in kidnapping and abduction, while rape
cases were increased by 30%, procuration of minor
girls recorded an increase of 27% and foeticide
reported an increase of 19% over 2010. National
Crime Record Bureau (NCRB: 2011) has provided
the state wise data on crime against children which



are as follows:

e Kidnapping and Abduction - The States of
Uttar Pradesh and Delhi together accounted
for 47.6% kidnapping and abduction of
children reported in the Country.

e Child Rape Cases - The States of Madhya
Pradesh, Uttar Pradesh and Maharashtra
together accounted for 44.5% of the child
rape cases reported in the Country in 2011.

e Female Foeticide - A total of 132 cases of
female foeticide were reported in 2011. Out
of which the highest number registered from
Madhya Pradesh, followed by Chhattisgarh
and Punjab. In 2011, these three States
together reported 56% of the total female
foeticide registered in the Country.

e Procuration of Minor Girls - An increase of
27% is observed in the crime of procuration
of minor girls, i.e. 862 cases in 2011
compared to 679 cases in 2010. West Bengal
has reported 298 (34.6%) such cases followed
by Bihar (183), Assam (142) and Andhra
Pradesh (106).

e Buying/Selling of girls for prostitution -
Maharashtra accounted for 74% of the total
27 cases of “buying of girls for prostitution”
and West Bengal has accounted for 77% of
the total 113 cases of “selling of girls for
prostitution”.

e Child Marriage - A total of 113 cases under
prohibition of the Child Marriage Act, 2006
were reported in the country, out of which
highest were reported in West Bengal (25),
followed by Maharashtra (19), Andhra
Pradesh(15), Gujarat(13) and Karnataka(12).
Considering all the Crimes against children,

the Crime Rate (ratio of number of crimes to

population) has marginally increased from 2.3 in

2009 to 2.7 in 2011. The rate was highest in

Delhi (25.4) followed by Andaman & Nicobar

Islands (20.3), Chandigarh (7.0) and Chhattisgarh

(7.0), Madhya Pradesh (6) and Goa (5.1). The

average Charge Sheeting Rate for all the Crimes

against children was 82.5% in 2011, which was
the same in 2010 as well. The highest charge
sheet rate was observed in cases under “Buying
of girls for prostitution” (100%) followed by
‘Rape’ (97.3%) in comparison to the prevailing

national level charge sheeting rate of 78.8% forthe

IPC Crimes and 93% for SLL Crimes. The lowest

charge sheet rate was found in cases of

“Foeticide”. The Conviction Rate at national level

for the crimes committed against children stood

at 34.6%. The conviction rate for ,infanticide

(other than murder) was highest at 46.9% followed

by cases under ,murder (45.5%).

The existing laws and programmes in India
are not sufficient to protect child if we consider
the above data base that shows the condition of
children in India. Again, if we talk about child
domestic workers, the laws and provisions are
not able to save them from abuse and exploitation.
This is not only because of the hidden nature of
Domestic Work, but also for the reality that the
conventions at international level and laws and
programmes at national level do not address the
unique circumstances of child domestic workers,
the specific conditions in which child domestic
work is performed, and the specific vulnerabilities
to abuse and exploitation that these can create.
There are many laws that deal with the interest of
the labour in India, but no one of it says anything
about Domestic Workers, forget about child
domestic workers in particular. Only the Child
Labour (Prohibition and Regulation) Act of 1986
(2006 Amendment) prohibits the employment of
children under the age of 14 as domestic help
and in the hospitality industry. In 1999, the
government of India issued a notification says
that employees of any government, semi-
government or government aided institutions
cannot keep child below the age of 14 as domestic
worker which is an offence. But implementation
of this provision is a question. Again, in case of
our nation, the definition of the term ‘child’is not
even uniform in most of the Indian laws.

Recommendations:

1. Establishing an unequivocal minimum age for
employment and explicitly prohibiting the
employment of all children under the age of
eighteen in harmful or hazardous work
including domestic work and hospitality
industries.

2. Equal protection under the law, including
terms of employment and conditions of work
that comply with principles of decent work
and other international standards.



3. Amending national laws as necessary to
ensure that domestic workers receive the same
rights as other workers, including a minimum
wage, weekly day of rest, limits on hours of
work, and coverage by social security
schemes including employment injury and
medical care.

4. Establishment of effective and accessible
mechanisms for inspection, enforcement and
monitoring of Child Labour (Prohibition &
Regulation) Act. 1986, prompt investigation
of complaints of abuses, and taking
appropriate action including criminal
prosecution when warranted.

5. Creating mechanisms and taking all
appropriate legal enforcement measures
against perpetrators of physical and/or sexual
violence against child domestic workers.

6. Creating a confidential Toll-Free hotline to
receive reports about the violations of workers
rights including abuses against child domestic
workers.

7. Criminalization and effective sanctions against
abuses by employers including physical and
sexual abuse, non-payment of wages, forced
confinement and employment of under-age
workers.

8. Freedom to choose whether to live in within
the household of their employers or
independently along with freedom of
movement and prohibition of any forced
confinement.

9. Provision of support and assistance to
domestic workers, including children who
have been subjected to physical, sexual or
other forms of abuse or exploitation.

10. Ensuring care and support to children who
escape domestic labour and have suffered
physical or sexual violence including
treatment of sexually transmitted diseases.

11. Launching public information campaigns on
the rights of domestic workers and
responsibilities of employers with special
emphasis on the situation of child domestic
workers and the potential hazardous that they
face.

12. Ensuring that all children enjoy the right to a
free basic education by eliminating formal
school fees and other obstacles to education,
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and by identifying and implementing

strategies to reduce other costs such as

transportation, school supplies and uniforms.

Conclusion

All children are vulnerable to exploitation and
abuse. However, child domestic workers are even
more vulnerable, given their social and economic
powerlessness. It is a matter of serious concern
that so many children are working as CDWs,
particularly in view of the invisibility of children
working in this occupation. The large numbers of
girls working as domestic workers, and the
extreme exploitation and abuse that they endure
requires that the international community prioritize
protection for child domestic workers as part of
strategies to end child labour. The recent ban on
use of children in domestic work is yet to show
any result. The wvulnerability factors and
prevalence of different forms of abuse are a few
factors that this paper attempts to bring to the
foreground. There is a need to undertake studies
to examine their socio-economic profile, their
living conditions and the extent of abuse among
them across the country. These studies would help
challenge existing beliefs of families that their
child is living in the comfort of the city and of
employers that they are providing better
opportunity and living conditions to these
children. As a group working towards the
empowerment of domestic workers, we need to
face the challenge of eliminating child domestic
workers. As pointed by Nobel laureate Prof.
AmartyaSen, “it is not economic poverty but rather
political poverty that is depriving children their
rights to education and pushing them to labour
force”. Our actions should aim at attacking this
political poverty to bring education to the reach
of children and free child domestic workers from
the bondage. Mr. Javier Perez de Cuellar, the
former Secretary General of UN remarked “the
way a society treats its children reflects not only
its qualities of compassion and protective caring,
but also its sense of justice, its commitment to the
future and its urge to enhance the human
conditions for coming generations”. If we all are
working towards justice, it is essential that we
treated our children with respect; and work
towards enabling the children to enjoy their rights
as well as childhood.

Migration

The ‘Host’ and the ‘Other’:
Narrativising Migration and
Identity-Politics in Assam

(Book Review

Dutta, Nandana (2012) Questions of Identity in Assam: Location, Migration,
Hybridity. Delhi: Sage Publications. Pg 269)

The book Questions of Identity in Assam: Location, Migration, Hybridity is a

fascinating detour around the issue of migration, Assam Movement and the prevailing
culture of violence in Assam and marks a departure from the usual discourses around
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issues. It is refreshing and captivating because of
its effort of looking at the movement as it was —
the events that constituted it — the everydayness
of the movement. It intertwines the personal and
the social in a rather dense narrative that oscillates
at will both in time and space. The author locates
the contemporary history of Assam plotting it in
three decades starting from the beginning of the
Assam Movement by addressing three concerns
— the migration to Assam during the colonial
period, the resulting hybridity and the identity
discourse. In her dense and intense narrative, the
author is in a conversation with the reader as well
as to herself to comprehend the deeply entrenched
and embedded violence still extant in the
contemporary society of Assam. She tries
understanding identity narratives that construct the
‘other’ in the migrant communities very often to
make grounds for the perpetration of violence.
What however makes the book most endearing is
the author’s continuous struggle with the forms
of disciplines and the disciplinary boundaries, the
locational advantage and disadvantage of
knowledge production and the use of theories
that travel from elsewhere.

The book has been arranged into five
chapters. The first chapter ‘Conditions of
Knowledge’ introduces the key theoretical
concepts as well as the author’s personal quest to
understand her own journey vis-a-vis identity
discourse in the state. She discusses different
disciplinary practices and the ways they constitute
knowledge. The discussion is necessitated by her
engagement with her own discipline that is
Literary Studies or English Studies precisely,
which according to her own admission is ‘steeped
in theory’ and its primary enterprise is to interpret
and evaluate discursivity. So, she goes on to
explain how she has to negotiate between her
disciplinary practices with her object of study that
is Assam Movement, the often acknowledged
watershed in the post-colonial history of Assam.
In essence location, migration and hybridity are
three main tropes that have been used by the
author to understand her object of study.

The concept of hybridity with its roots in the
life sciences has been used extensively by post-
colonial scholars to mean transcultural forms in
the contact zones produced by colonialism. The

idea of hybridity is also observable in the concepts
like multiculturalism or racial mixing though the
element of ambivalence is quite strong in its post-
colonial use. The author has used the term in the
sense of ‘keeping one’s roots and yet having an
eye to the world’. The various theories of
migration and different discipline’s approach to it
have been discussed by the author though she
locates her study on the host society, the way it
receives migration — with greet, indifference,
violence or brutality. The book is about the socio-
psychological fallout of migration on the host
community of Assam and the way it had reacted
to migration on the face of its perceived threat to
identity. It is with this objective, the author
approaches Assam Movement and the embedded
violence in this supposedly non-violent Gandhian
movement.

The author’s take on Assam Movement and
her continuous engagement with its ingrained
violence is the essence of the book. Though
violence during Assam Movement has been
discussed at length by many commentators, their
discussions have remained mostly confined to the
pre-poll violence of 1983. The well-entrenched
violence within the programmes of the movement
ever since its flare up has seldom made its way
into the discourse of the movement which often
is caught up in a wrangling over the number of
migrants after the nation-state of India was born.
The author has not only brought up the issue of
physical violence but also incorporates the
invisible forms of violence like corruption in
public offices or insistence on a particular dress-
code for women within its parameters.

The methodology that she uses to understand
the historic movement is also a diversion from
the normal academic practices. She starts talking
to her colleagues in the university and to the
people of her neighbourhood. Some shared their
experiences. Some did not. Interspersed with her
own intense memories these personal narratives
of the informants form a dense account of the
movement — an account that can not be understood
from the usual movement-documents like
memoranda submitted by the students’ body
spearheading the movement, leaflets distributed
by it or the government reports describing the
incidents. She also analyses the literary texts
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produced during this phase to strengthen her

argument of the inherent violence of Assam

Movement.

The question of Assamese identity and the
perceived threat to it form the basis of the Assam
Movement and it would not be an exaggeration
to say that it was the culmination of a series of
migration of different communities and discourses
around it ever since the colonial period. The author
has looked at the issue through the analysis of
different narratives, models and theories of
migration. She observes that in most of the cases
the focus is mainly the migrant communities. But
her quest for understanding Assamese identity
warrants an insight of the effect of migration on
the host society. For that she analyses the
discourses on migration in Assam which include
the historical perspective that try periodising the
migration, the attempts at defining Assamese
community based on a multicultural model, the
narrative of neglect by the central government
and lastly the accusation of the linguistic and
ethnic minorities supposedly within the fold of
Assamese community of not getting equal
treatment. The author concludes her narrative by
a hint of change in the identity discourse in Assam
and as a proof looks at the activities of two major
organisations — All Assam Students’ Union
(AASU) and Asam Sahitya Sabha. AASU’s
support of a singer from the Barak Valley in a
national singing competition aired in a private
television channel and the discourse that got
produced during the incident has been analysed
to give credence to the shift that she alludes. The
powerful writing of Kanaksen Deka, the president
of Asam Sahitya Sabha condemning the killing
of Bihari immigrants by ULFA in 2007 has been
invoked by the author to look at this shift. She
ends her narrative by locating the existence of
multiple and contradictory narratives of collective
self making that define redefine Assamese identity.
The author on her part suggests the importance
of painstaking uncovering of the colonial
modernity in Assam and its relationship with
Bengal Renaissance which ‘is so often perceived
to have subsumed Assamese attempts at a similar
awakening.’

The book however leaves the reader with
questions both epistemological and
methodological. The narrative perspective that the
author adopts conforming to her disciplinary
training though gives a fresh perspective to the
understanding of identity politics in the region
and the embedded violence within it, also
becomes counter-productive when it adopts
normative discourses as general statements in the
course of its narrative. For example, her
continuous assertion in the book that illegal
migration into Assam has continued unabated over
the last thirty years is a hugely debatable issue
among the demographers. The increase of
population as shown in the last two censuses may
not necessarily be due to unabated large scale
migration. There are myriad of reasons attributed
to high birth rate among the migrant population
like lack of education or early marriage. Their
sudden ‘visibility’ in urban areas can also been
linked to massive river-bank erosion. The
disciplinary confinement on the part of the
author here helps reinforcing the discourse of
‘unabated migration’. The other major problem
that one encounters is the representation of
‘host’ and ‘migrant’ as two distinct categories
in the context of ethnic violence in Assam. But
the distinction often blurs, shifts and even gets
reversed in the local contexts. For example in
the 1983 violence in Gohpur, the Bodo-speakers
were made the migrant other vis-a-vis the
Assamese speaking host. In the same way,
during the long period of Bodo Movement and
ensuing violence, the Assamese-speakers were
projected as the migrant other in the Bodo
dominated area as opposed to the host Bodo-
speakers. So, the concept of the host and the
migrant is quite contextual particularly in a
situation of violence. The book is quite
provocative as it probes the processes of making
of a collective self in a continuous interaction
with the writer, the reader and the other
participants and undoubtedly, it would always
remain a major reference text for the researchers
willing to work in the region.
