Adieu to the Pioneer of Mobile
Theatre of Assam

The man who had initiated a journey in the cultural field of Assam in the
year 1963 by developing an indigenous model of theatre group, which was
mobile in character and had the ability to provide livelihood opportunities to
thousand of artists in the state, is no more. Achyut Lahkar, the doyen of mobile
theater of Assam which is commonly known as Bhramyaman Theatre has passed
on 12 June after enduring health problems for a couple of years. Achyut Lahkar
was born on July 9, 1931 at Bagana near Pathsala. His father was businessperson
Gaurikanta Lahkar, who owned a shop in the town, and his mother was Kantipriya
Lahkar. Having done his primary education at Pathsala MV School, he passed his
matriculation in 1949 from Bajali High School. His father passed away a month
prior to the examination. For higher studies, he joined the commerce Stream of
Saint Paul College, Kolkata. His association with the intellectual and cultural life
of Kolkata brought about a qualitative change in his outlook. The first fruit of
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Nataraj Theatre folded up after 40 Zeam of existence. 'Durin;y the

these changes in him appeared on Junel5, 1952.
It was the illustrated magazine Dwipawali, edited
and published by him from Kolkata. The
publication of the famous magazine Awahan,
which was published from Kolkata, was stopped.
Therefore, he decided to edit and publish
Dwipawali following the footsteps of Awahan,
edited by Dinanath sarma, the glorious son of
Assam hailing from Pathsala. In the meantime,
domestic burden too fell heavily upon his head
and publication of Dwipawali had to be stopped.

After the closure of Dwipawali, Achyut
Lahkar returned to pathsala. He passed 1A as a
private candidate from Bajali College. Then he
went to Kolkata again to do his BA which he
could not complete because of domestic
compulsions. Meanwhile, his younger brother
Sadananda Lahkar founded the Nataraj Opera.This
group travelled throughout the whole lower Assam
region and performed drama even in some places
of Upper Assam where it earned huge popularity
in the tea garden areas. Nataraj Opera turned full-
fledged mobility in the year 1962 and its theatrical
journey touched almost all rural and semi urban
centers of Assam. This journey continued till the
year 1962 without any interruption. In that sense
Sada Lahkar invented a new way of theatre
mobility across the state to entertain both rural
and urban peopleAfter his return from Kolkata,
Achyut Lahkar wished to change the Nataraj
Opera, incorporating the latest techniques. The
Lahkar brothers also felt that the small theatre

halls of the towns and semi urban areas were not
able to cope with the surging enthusiasm of the
theatre going public particularly of the rural areas
and which is why they hit upon a novel plan of
having plays enacted under big tents = pitched in
wide open spaces, like the big top of the circus
parties. Thus the commercial theatre was first

organized in a village of Assam named Pathsala
and not in any town He wished to change the
Nataraj Opera, incorporating the latest techniques.
As a result, the mobile Nataraj Theatre was born.
That was on October2, 1963.

Combining the basics of dramatic art -----
dance, music, acting, stagecraft with most modern
technology, Nataraj Theatre stood as an institution.
It moved through the length and breadth of
Assam, entertaining people, urban as well as rural,
for forty long years. The process enriched the
cultural heritage of Assam with a unique dramatic
tradition, which ensured a strong foundation for
mobile theatre in the national cultural scenario.
Initially this form was not known as
Bhramyaman.It was coined with this name by
late Radhagovinda Barua,the lion man of Assam
and founder of The Assam Tribune Group in the
year 1963.

In its initial year Nataraj Theatre published
one pamphlet where it announced the overall
motto of the theatre group. The pamphlet
announced -" As an assimilated centre of
history,literature,arts and science, the stage has
become an essential part of expressing the
national character. Therefore, the whole world is
giving special attention of its development.
Nevertheless, in Assam the situation of this art
craft and its artists are very pitiful. This art craft
has been developed centering on the cities in
those states which have an advancing footing in
this art form in India. In Assam, we do not have
cities like Bombay or Kolkata and for this reason
permanent stage are not developing here. The
best drama has exhausted within a few nights in
our big towns. Therefore for the search of a big
market we are organizing this mobile theatre so
that the artist of this art form could carn their
regular livelihoods by concentrating only in this

service and could uplift this art form. We are
molding a theatre and are trying to impart mass
orientation in this cultural venture that have a
town centric affiliation. This is an avant-garde
venture not only in Assam but in entire India. For
the success of this venture we need  whole
hearted wish and advice from the public. Will the
public be kind with that generousness? "
Nataraj Theatre folded up after 40 years of
existence. During the successful days of Nataraj
Theatre, Lahkar initiated some revolutionary ideas
in respect of stage craft and in presentation. In
the year of 1966-67 he developed Theatre-Scope
and then after in 1968-69 Cine-theatre process
was introduced in Nataraj. He also tried to
introduce three numbers of stages in 1970-71,
but it could not last long. Nataraj Theatre is the
first Assamese professional theatre group that
extensively toured different parts of this country
and performed their regular shows in those places.
The theatre group travelled Cachar and some
places of Uttar Banga (the northern part of present
West Bengal state of India) and presented Bangla
drama there(1978-79). In the year 1979-80 the
theatre group made a history by performing
Assamese play in Cachar and in Uttar
Banga.Finally in 1990, Achyut Lahkar
experienced a kind of rounded stage or Alsom
in stage and it got a little appreciation from
audiences. During the long tenure of theatrical
journey Nataraj produced a number of important
plays n its initial years and a few of them are-
Angar( 1964-65, originally written by Utpal Dutta
in Bengali), Nandadulal, Anarkali, Khana, Bandita
(1965-66, most of these dramas were adapted from

Bengali origin), Sati Savitri, Biplab, 1987 (1966-
67), Jerengar Sati Karbala, Ekhan Prithivi,
Bicharak Samrat Bikramditya(1968-69) etc. The
theatre group was also credited with a number of
important dance drama and a few mentionable
are- Ram Bijay, Ahalya Udhhar, Chitrangada,Sita
sayambar, Kumar Haran, Ei Mrityu Aparajey,
Chandalika(1964-65), Aspriswata(1965-66),
Karengar Ligiri, Tezimala, Sakuntala (1966-67),
Parijat Haran(1968-69)etc.

This pioneer of Mobile theatre has received a
few numbers of awards from the state as well as
from non-state institutions. In 1997, Achyut
Lahkar was awarded the Kamal Kumari National
Award for his invaluable contributions towards
the nation's cultural life. He was also the recipient
of Atul Chandra Hazarika award in 2008 given
by the Govt. of Assam for his outstanding
contribution to the cultural history of Assam.
Nevertheless, his contribution has never been
considered for giving national honor like
Padmashree or Sangeet Natak Academy award.
We must have to regret that the man who has
developed a successful economic model for the
sustenance of thousand of cultural workers of the
state has never received high regards from the
state authority and his overall contribution was
literary ignored by not conferring proper
recognisation during his life time.

Book Review
Rendezvous with Rebels

At a time when journalistic agenda across the country has been found more and
more to be determined by editors sitting in studios, it is quite heartening to read Rajeev
Bhattacharyya's Rendezvous with Rebels: Journey To Meet India's Most Wanted Men
that recounts his adventurous journey of negotiating one the most treacherous and
difficult terrains in Myanmar for interviews with some of the most elusive and wanted
separatist rebels of Northeast India. He was escorted by a group of ULFA (United
Liberation Front of Asom) cadres to their camps, sent especially for that purpose by
the organisation's chief of staff Paresh Baruah. As a journalist specializing on ULFA
and insurgency, the author had made repeated attempts to visit the group's camps in
Myanmar and finally succeeded in convincing the chief of staff. He was accompanied
by his fellow journalist Pradip Gogoi who worked for a local news channel and from
the beginning of the journey till the end which lasted for three months and twenty
days.

Divided into eight chapters, the book primarily has three themes - a vivid narrative
of the journey of the author to the rebel camps; the prevailing political situation in
Eastern Nagaland; and towards the end, the office-politics in media houses that almost
endangered the life of the author and his colleague. The first Chapter "On the Trail"
begins rather dramatically narrating how Bhattacharyya had a close shave with death
after he tumbled down from the hill on the very second day of the trek in Myanmar.
Then a bit of flashback where the reader is acquainted with the efforts made to cultivate
the ULFA chief of staff. He describes how the ice was finally broken and how ULFA
Commander-in-Chief Paresh Baruah agreed to meet him although the destination was
not revealed. Eliciting the consent of Baruah for an interview at that time was no
mean achievement for a journalist. Till Bhattacharyya's interview Baruah had remained
an enigma. He was elusive and shied himself away from the media for a long time.
In fact, people as well as intelligence agencies hardly had any idea how he looked at
that time. There were only three photographs of Baruah that were seen on the media at
regular intervals. There were rumours that he had been suffering from serious diseases.
There were regular media reports that he had survived several assassination attempts
and one report sometime even said that he had been injured sometime in the late
1990s.  But the photographs in the book taken by the author himself dispelled all
these myths. The rebel chief was not only hale and hearty but regular'y engaged

himself in exercises and football.
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What is endearing about the book is that in
spite of the fact that the author is at the centre of
the narrative, he does not portray himself as a hero.
Rather his vulnerability is very much evident from
the beginning of the journey. There is no
dramatization of events in the book and the narrative
evidently bears the testimony that that it has been
woven from the diary jottings of the author. In fact,
the plain narrative imparts authenticity. Yet, the
story is gripping and it reads almost like a thriller.
It combines the excitement and anxiousness of
adventure sports with a deep understanding of rebel
politics in the region. Though the author is grateful
to the ULFA chief of staff for facilitating the
journey, yet he poses some tough and
uncomfortable questions to him. Baruah's answers
on some occasions have portrayed a different
perspective on ULFA's military and ideological
tactics. It would perhaps not be wrong to say that
Baruah's tenacity and military tactics have helped
sustained ULFA even at the face of brutal military
offensives and large scale surrender of cadres.

However, what I found most interesting is the
depiction of the everydayness of the Naga
inhabitants in the hilly terrain that the author and
his group treks through and the lives of the rebels
in the camps deep in a valley. The account
succinctly sums up the relationship between the
locals and the rebels and their interdependence.
Sakhan, for instance, is a sort of forced labour that
has been made mandatory on the villages and it
means carrying the luggage of the rebels from one
village to the other by a group of able-bodied
villagers. The author candidly shows the prevalence
of opium consumption among different Naga tribes.
There occurred some amusing incidents related
opium consumption. The anecdotal tone of the
narrative never fails to entertain the readers. The
description of the blind woman who walks perfectly
in a patchy terrain very quickly along with her
grandson shows the hardiness and endurance of
the local Naga population. Bhattacharyya provides
a deft illustration about the workings of different
stakeholders and power groups in Myanmar and
shows how there is a constant power struggle
among different armed groups in the region in
which the Myanmarese army is a formidable factor.
In the midst of this tussle, the local inhabitants
survive and coexist with the armed groups.

ULFA chief of staff Baruah was no less eager
to give the interview as can be gleaned from the
book. He had sent a very senior and trusted aide
to receive Baruah and his colleague across the
border in Nagaland. Baruah perhaps wanted to
show himself as being capable enough to
regenerate the organisation at a time when support
was dwindling.  When the author embarked on
the assignment early in October 2011, the pro-talks
faction of ULFA headed by chairman Arabinda
Rajkhowa had already submitted a charter of
demands to the government. Talks had begun in
February and the Centre had also expressed its
willingness to take the process to a logical
conclusion. With Rajkhowa were all senior leaders
who had been apprehended in Bangladesh and
were later handed over to India. There was an
impression that the anti-talks faction would no
longer be able to carry on with the campaign for
independence.  But Baruah appeared confident
and even said in the interview that the organisation
would only emerge stronger after the exit of the
moderate leaders who were never committed to the
movement. Interestingly, a consignment of
European weapons comprising assault rifles and
pistols had also arrived when Bhattacharyya was
in the camp. These photographs have also been
published in the book.

Baruah had started giving more interviews on
phone to the electronic and print media after the
author's return. There were even occasions when
videos have been mailed showing Baruah dancing
Bihu with his colleagues in the camp. But
Bhattacharyya's interview still remains the most
elaborate and authentic although some more
questions could have been asked. Some replies
have been a repetition of his answers given in the
past during interviews over phone. The chief has
also avoided some tickling queries perhaps to
ensure his long terms interests. His keen interests
in knowing more about the people back home
particularly the changes taking place in the society
reveals how he has remained cut-off from the
ground reality in the state for a long time. Though
guarded, he shared some personal memories and
information with the author about his childhood,
family and the initial years of ULFA. However what
strikes the reader is his poor understanding of the
national and international scenario. Baruah is firm




in his belief that a war between India and China is
inevitable and imminent. He even beliefs that the
provocation would come from the US and China
would retaliate by invading India. He is hopeful
that ULFA would seize the opportunity to liberate
Assam when that happens. This hope however
seems quite far-fetched who are acquainted with
the current trend of geopolitics in the region. This
proves beyond doubt the intellectual bankruptcy
in ULFA which is one of the precise reasons why
the outfit's journey has gone dawumu after it
reached the peak in the late 1980s.”

Chapters 6 and 7 are exclusively about the
political scenario and ‘the Naga movement- for:

independence. The godfather of the region is S S
Khaplang who had recently been in the news after
the Indian government abrogated the ceasefire with
his organisation called the Khaplang faction of
National Socialist Council of Nagaland (NSCN-K).
Unlike Baruah, Khaplang is very forthcoming and

candid. His confidence stems from his absolute”
control over and support of the Naga populace:in:

the northern region of Myanmar's Sagaing Division
which is contiguous to the eastern districts of

Arunachal Pradesh and Nagaland. 'He dropped

repeated requests to Naypyidaw to eliminate these
camps and facilities have fallen on deaf ears. After
going through the book, a clear picture can be

gathered about the reasons why the Myanmarese

army refuses to take on the Naga rebels.

The account of the Naga region since .
Myanmar's independence in 1948 is exclusive

which is not to be found in other books or
documents. The author has gathered the
information by interviewing Naga rebels and from
documents published years ago in Nagaland and
Myanmar. He says that there have been factional
clashes among the rebels and internecine wars
among villages that left hundreds dead in a span
of a few hours. All these have remained

unreported since there was no access, to the region.
Journalists have managed to land in the country's
rebel zones like Karen and Kachin surreptitiously
from China and Thailand on several occasions.
Many books have been written on the conflict in
Kachin, Karen and the movement by the
Communist Party of Burma which had almost
toppled the regime in Yangon. But there were areas
in Myanmar like the Sagaing Division and Chin
State that have escaped the attention of journalists
and researchers probably because of their
inaccessibility. Till date, information is very scarce
on the movement for independence that was once
spearheaded by the Chin National Front.

However the chapter "Missing in Action” that
delves into the anxiety of the author's relatives back
home after reports appeared in the media that he
had been apprehended by the Myanmarese army,
the politics at his office and the subsequent closure
of the newspaper he worked for could have been
brief. The enmity between the editor of the daily

‘and the author leading to the sordid episode of

leakage of information about the assignment to

- Myanmar appears to be a biographical note to the

narrative and distracts the reader from the original

theme of the book. This apart, the narration in the

first person is often too formal. But many a time he

-brcaks the monotony of a linear narrative and uses
.,_dlalogue in places imparting the flavour of a fiction.

He is quite successful in keeping the reader's
attention glued and it seems as if the events

Rajeev's book is a must read for those who are
interested in insurgency in India's Northeast and
Myanmar. It is undoubtedly exclusive and
exciting. There is a plethora of literature on
insurgency in the Northeast written on inputs from
intelligence agencies but they obfuscate the issues
and do not throw new light on the subject. Rajeev's
book in this regard is a much needed departure.
Unlike most travelogues, the book has eight pages
of endnotes which reveal the sources of
information. What comes out from the book is the
intricate mechanics of insurgency where
participants are human beings whose interests and
stakes are myriad and varied. Most importantly, it
shows how armed rebellions thrive and survive in
the realm of people's everydayness.

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Scope of Promoting Health equity
through Public health Services

The concept of equity is inherently normative and value based, while equality is not

necessarily so. Often, the term inequalitiea is used as a synonym for inequities, because
inequity can have an accusatory, judgemental or morally charged tone. However, it is
important to recognise that these terms and not synonymous. Equity means social justice
of fairness, it is ans ethical concept, groundcd in pnnc:ples o distributive justice. The

equity focuses
attention on the

social determinanta

g : social groups. In
othr worda, heallh mequahty is unjust or unfalr affair. We should also aware that all
health disparties are not unfair, for example, young adults are healthier than the elderly
population, female newborns tend to have lower brith weights on average than male
newborns etc. In these cases it would be difficult to argue that any of these health
inequalities in unfair. However, differences in nutritional status or immunisation levels
between girls and boys, or racial and ethnic differences in the likelihood of receiving
appropriate treatment for a diseases, would be causes for grave concern from an equity
perspective.
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According to Amartya Sen, "Health equity
cannot be concerned onle with heath, seen in
isolation. Rather it must come to clutches with
the larger issue of fairmess and justice in social
arrangements, including economic allocations,
paying appropriate attention to [ '
the role of health in human life
and freedom." This signifies that,
health equity is neither just about
health not about the distribution
of health care. In reality, health
equity is a consideration which
has an enormously wide reach
and relevance. Equity in health
can be and has widely been
defined as the absence of
socially unjust or unfair health
disparties. But the problem is
that, social justic and fairness can
be interpreted differently by different peo ple in
different setting, so it should have measurable
criteria to operationalised. For the purposes of
operationalisation and measurement, equity in
health can be defined as the absence of systematic
disparties in health or in the major social
determinants of health among various social
groups who have different levels of underlying
social advantages and disadvantages of different
positions in a social hierarchy. Inequities in health
systematically put groups of people who are
already socially disadvantaged. Like poor, female
members of disenfranchised racial, ethnic, or
religious group etc. They are disadvantaged with
respect to their health and we all know that health
is essential for wellbeing and to overcoing other
effecta of social disadvantage.

India has made much progress in the past few
years to bringing all these disadvantageous groups
in the same line of healt care accessibility, with
several innovation pilot programmes and
initiatives in the public and private sectors, and
the establishment of the National Rural Health
Mission in 2005 being the most noteworthy
government led initiative. This initiative has
signalled the repositioning and rejuvenation of
the pubic health system and in doing so has
resulted in the inclusion of the health needa for
the disadvantaged individulas belong to the rural
area. However, whether the National Rural Health

Mission, Rashtriya Swasthiya Bima Yojana, ans
state-government-funded health insurance schemes
such as Rajic Aarogyashri Scheme in Andhra
Pradesh, Kalainger Life Saving Health Insurance
Schemes in Tamil Nadu, Yesheshwini Scheme in

Karnataka, Chief Minister's Live Saving Health
Insurance Scheme in Rajasthan etc. will achieve
their calims and overcome the challenges to
achieving equity in health care. Moreover another
important example is the water supply programme
of the Tamilnadu Government under the
comprehensive water supply programme to
provide protected drinking water facility to all
the village in Tamil Nadu with reference to the
availability of source and population, it has been
targeted to cover the village where there is no
water source within a distance of one Kilometer
on priority basis. Thus they operationalize the
concept of health equity throung public health
system. As we all know contaminated water is
the cause of various water-borne diseases like
Typhoid, cholera, gastroentertis, diatrrhoca etc.
These disease adf erupts every year during
summer and rainy seasons in India due to poor
quality of dirinking water and sanitation facilities.
Thus Tamilnadu government did a tremendous
job for the social-economially disadvantageous
group and set an example of equity based
preventive care.

How public health can possibly contribute to
promoting health equity in India :

Public health services are conceptually distinct
from medical services. They have a key goal for
reducing population's exposure to disease; for
example through assuring food safety and other
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health regulations, vector control, monitoring
waste disposal, water supply system and health
education to imporve personal health behaviours
and build citizens demand for better public health
outcomes. They also involve in some disparate
activities, like improving slaughterhouse hygiene
and cattle-keeping pratices, cleaning irrigation
canals to discourage vector breeding, and
applying public health regulations.

Moreover public health services can reduce
health inequity by ensuring the provision of basic
services, redistributing resources, protecting and
promotion human rights such as health care,
education, sanitation and safe dirinking water, and
th right to a decent standard of living. Within the

health sector, governments can directly influence

the degree to which public health programs are
mandated to act on broader determinants of health.
Public health can performed better to bring health
equity in our societies throung the following
criterion.

Long-term Planning to Avert Outbreaks :
The hallmarks of effective public health service
delivery are (a) planning to reduce exposure to
potential disease threats, and (b) continued
vigilance to ensure non-recurrence of disease as
long as the potential threat remains. This approach
manifest itself in the preventative planning. It helps
to prepare for controlling disease in the wake of
potential recurring natural disasters such as floods
an cyclones. This seeks to avert a public health
disaster instead of scrambling to respond to it
once the isaster has struck. Such practice of
preparation is very helpful when massive freak
disasters strike, such as flood in Assam that hit
every year.

Eradicting Diseases and Preventing their
Resurgence : As we all know prevention is better
than cure and after cradicate a particular disease
we should take necessary precaution to stop its
resurgence. For example, Government of India
has takn and initiative to cradicate and prevent
resurgence of polio.

Management of Endemic Diseases : Another
important task of India health department is to
protect civilian from endemic diseases, such as
malaria, dengue, cholera etc, Kerala's public health
management really performed well to control
Malaria and it requires multi-pronged effots,

including (1) controlling vector breeding through
environmental management and the use of
chemical and biological larvicides (2) containment
of adult mosquitoes through insecticide spraying
and fogging, (3) Early detection and treatment ,
(4) personal protection measures, and (5) raising
community awareness and engagement in all these
measures.

Inter sectoral Coordination and Support to
Local Bodies in Their Environmental Sanitation
Work : Without coordination and support of
various sectors of government and local bodies
public health service cannot perform well.

These are the basic funcitons throuhg which
public health department able to bring health
equity. But some reforms are also requird for the
better success of Public health services. These
are the following

The decision-making process for the
achivement of health equity needa more planning
and development oriented action. We have only
touched on some of the chalenges for the
achievement of health system equity in India, yet
the main issue is not only what needs to be done,
but also how it should be achieved. The challenge
of how to priorities and implement health policies
for the achievment of equity when resources are
scarce requires a deliberative process which
includes asssessment of the implication and risks
of those decisions, with monitoring of how such
decisions will affect helath equity. For example
epidemiological differences and the emerging
burden of chronic diseases mean that choices are
needed for the allocaion of resources between
subpopulationa with different disease patterns.
Eurthermore, with India's ageing population,
deliberation of intergenerational equity is needed
in the allocation of scarce resources between
different age groups.

Proper review and formalisation of the process
for decisions making about allocation of resources
and service delivery planning, which involves
decisions about the balance between central, state
and lock financing, and vertical and horigontal
allocation efficiency, on the basis of best available
evidence, and is guided by equity concerns,
Perhaps a framework such as Benchmarks for
Fairness, which has beeb successfully, adapted
for use in seversl developng countries, including
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Colombia, Pakistan and Thailand, coulg also be
used in India, In Mexico a more transparent
decision-making process to prioritise converage
of specific health disorders, with inputs from an
ethies working group, created a forum in which
decisions could be revised and enforce thus
increasing their legitimay. Such a process in
important to address the supply and allocation of
the few resources to different service inputs. Such
an approach requires all stakeholders to take
responsibility and engage in the process of
reducing inequities in health care and health in
India.

Accountability, transparency, and improved
leadership and partnerships are needed within the
health system. with systematic assessment and
analysis of health system governace. Since health
policy and ita implementation operate within the
broad political context, iterative
strategies have to be defined for
key players to maintain political
priority for the equity in health
agenda. Importantly, these
strategies should be defined
because the potential beneficiaries
represent a group that is not
powerful and well organised and
which is therefore not readily able
to influence reforms. We
specifically draw attention to the
role of civil society and the need
to engate, emprower, and build

the industry to ensure that its obligations and
responsibilities to population health and equity
are upheld.

Conclusion

A congent morally, socially and economically
beneficial planning is required for better
achievment of health cate equity in India, Recent
rapie economic growth provides a unique
opportunty to increase fincancial kcommitments
to support the public health system and health
systems research. India can also utilize its
booming technology sector to innovate and
strengthen the deve lopment of health information
systems which has already begun. Furthermore,
and opportunity exists to harness the capability
of the domestic pharmaceutical industry by
encourgaing it to take greater responsibility for
delivering equity in health care. The next step is

capacity within this group to attain
equity in health and improved quality health care
at reasonalble costs. In China, public
dissatisfaction with the fairness of its health system
showed how civil society can influence change
in health reform. Case studies commissioned by
the Commission on Social Determinants of Health
also emphasise the role of civil society in
promoting health equity.

India's ineffetive regulatory mechanisms and
legal processes urgently need to be reformed, with
efficetive inplementation strategies. The growth
of the private sector and pharmaceutical indistry
has outpaced the capacity of the government and
other stakeholders to implement the necessary and
appropriate regulatory processes. Incentive, rules
and strategies are needed to engage and persuade

conversion of these principles into real and
practical policies and their effective
implementation. More over focus on the role of
the health system needs to be placed within the
broader and bigger context of the social
determinants of health and tackling the root causes
of social diadvantae. In this way, a health system
built on a strong foundation of public health and
primary care has to be synergised with public
policies that promote crucial inter sectoral
approaches. After all an improved water supply
system, sanitaion facilities, food security, poverty
reduction and changesd to other structural factors,
complemented by an equitable health system, will
help to ensure greater equity in health for more

than 1 billion people.

Who is th first boy in your class? This is competitive world, you should
strive to come first ...

This type of typical question we asked our school going kid, isn't it?

We have ever thought that asking these type of queation we guide our kid
to believing that the only thing that matters are personal level achievements.
We pressurized our children to score good marks without a real sense of
knowledge. As a result, they start to parroting content of their textbooks,
knowing or unknowingly we are making marks the sole reason of education
and promoting rote learning. We mostly pay importance on theory rather than
practical knowledge. Well, because results depends on theory. Hence our
childern are theoretically sound and they have very less idea about pratically
knowledge of anyting they study about. Our students who are studying in
high school did not know how to convert milliliter to liter or gram to kilogram.
And their facial expression did not reveal an iota of shame. According to the
10th Annual Status of Educaiton Report (ASER 2014) only a fourth of all
children studying in class 3 can read a class 2 text fluently and uder half in
class 5 able to do so. So, who is responsible for this diecimal scenario of our
educational system? If parents, teachers, friends, relatives and look only at




scores in their mark sheet and not interested in their actual
knowledge and learning about the subject then the only
goal of the student has become to score good marks not to
earn knowledge. Our students
never to out of the way to do
something new. Because they
neither have curiosity not interest
in exploring things. They are also
not able to do critical analysis of
anything. They takes the view of
predominant majority. They are
simple not able to look things from
their own perspective.

The only mindset of students
has become such that they feel
that perpose of the study is to
ensure a good job, to ensure
financial security, in general
success in life. Even we are , ,
equally guilty for this alarming situation because we asked
our students that this chapter is important” "this is and
importnat question for the exam" then why did we include
the unimportant topic or chapter in the textbook?

Whatever the reasons, our education system has failed to achieve its
desirable objectives. The learning process has got sidelined from education,
pleasure part is missing and knowledge part is suffering. To seek qualitative
education we need to make schools a better place for learning. We should
emphasize on learning rather than marks and grades. The goal of our
education should be to create innovator, artist, scientist, thinker and writter

provider, Focus more on
personality development, life
skills, leadership development
and motivation which enable the
students to get tuned with the
industry immdiately after
completion of their education.

We should judge our
student by their analysis logic
and reasoning rather than their
memory.
