The story of the schools that learn-
and those that fail to do so

Behind everything there is a story. You will have to be sensitive enough 1o
listen to that story, then document it and articulate it for a different audience....

And every story has a Moral...

The Moral of this story is that learning and living goes together. In fact the
one cannot happen without the other. There can be no life without learning and
no learning in absence of life! Though they are tautological often we forget them
while looking at actual learning whether be in schools or in the case of
organizations. The questions of living and livelihood impact learning, or rather
lack of it, both in schools as well as the agencies responsible for delivering
education for the masses.

Here are some stories of schools, organizations that learn and of those who
fail to do so...

Broadly speaking these are stories of mostly government schools, their history,
present plight and future hopes and worries. How they evolved, what challenges
they faced and still do face, how they could overcome them- if indeed they -
could do so. Technically speaking it's a SWOT analysis of these government
schools and role of a few key agencies in practically capitalizing upon the strengths,
reducing the weaknesses, seizing upon opportunities and flagging the threats for
the system or those who are responsible for or capable of facing them.

Yes. stories of a few private schools too appear. But, they are there basically
to provide a contrast or to be more exacl, a background.




Focus group discussion

The major device used for this study was
focus group discussion with teachers and
SMC members as well as the management
and teachers of the private school visited. We
also tried to gain insights from similar
interactions with those involved in the Legacy
project Community based Initiatives for
reviving government schools designed and
implemented by Actionaid in the districts of
Kamrup (Rural), Nalbari and Morigaon.

It proved to be fulcrum of the study as it
provided us with important patterns helping
us to understand both the strength and
weaknesses not only of the government
schools but of the whole government system.
On the basis of it we will try to do a kind of
SWOT analysis of the public education
delivery mechanism here.

Summary of findings

Strengths of the Government Schools

Strengths of the Government sector is
often unnoticed hence remain
underemphasized. We tend to forget that
though not always playing the big brother's
role, government is eve: present in our lives
influencing every aspect of it. It's the most
powerful network in a country. Though, in
modern times, governments don't try to
bulldoze individual citizen's lives, theoretically
it's always capable to do so. We shouldn't
forget, whether we like it or not, the
government of the day has the backing of
highest numbers who care about governance.
In our FGDs all, including those involved with
private schools, acknowledged the major role
of government in education. What
government can do, once determined to do
so, none else can dream of doing. Government
has massive machinery to implement policies
that it frames time to time. The other
advantage is the kind of compliance it can
get from people, no other agency is capable
of.

Now coming to government schools, they
have the advantage of infrastructure. Almost
every government school has its own land.
One can realize what a strength it is when
one looks at from the perspective of private
schools. A large number of private schools
run from rented premises. Those crossing the

breakeven point too have to bother a lot to
procure a piece of land of adequate size or in
a convenient location. Having such relatively
big plot of land gives such schools much
long term maneuverability.

Even the school buildings are better for
the government sector. Even if they are not,
they can always be built well with government
funding within a very short time. Government
is a major spender/ construction agent with
much public fund at its disposal. This is also
something the private sector can't compete
with except for the big corporates or industrial
houses having school networks. They too find
it difficult raising money for school
construction. Smaller schools can't dream of
raising that kind of fund merely from fee
collection. Even Shankardev Shishu Niketans,
allegedly run by Rashtriya Swayamsevak
Sangha, found it very difficult to arrange for
construction of good school buildings. They
admitted that the decision of local MLAs to
school construction grants to them has been
a major relief for them.

Next, again thanks to its huge mechanism
and the kind of fund it has access to,
government can always recruit well qualified
and well paid ( sufficiently ) teachers whenever
required. It becomes only a matter of policy
decisions. Just through appointment of
required number of qualified teachers
government education system can do
wonders. This, too, is something private
schools can't usually do. Private school
teachers are mostly underpaid. So whenever
opportunity comes private school teachers
migrate to government school causing damage
to the former.

Similarly these days the government
schools have access to much more facilities
than the private ones can provide. Once again
it's not possible to provide such costly facilities
just from fee collection. On the other hand
the government sector, especially since
launching of SSA, is trying to provide almost
every facility required for good education
free.

Last but not the least is the access to
further training and academic support and the
benefit of monitoring that the government
school teachers have is huge. Again this can




not be done in the private sector unless the
schools are part of bigger networks.

Weaknesses

Unfortunately the list of weaknesses of
the govt school is equally long. Taste of the
pudding lies in its eating. Finally one looks
at the efficiency of the school- whether it be
government or private. One has to judge the
schools on the basis of its results in some
form or other. Whatever input is made in
terms of funding or teaching it will have no
meaning if it does not lead to desired level of
output. In fact it will be a huge wastage of
public money and trust. This invariably leads
to a decline in the school enrolment. That
this is something which is happening in many
government schools is an undeniable fact. The
government is forced to take unpopular steps
like closure or merger of the government
school in many cases. We will have to go
deeper into this in order to understand the
real weaknesses of the governmentt sector
as to why the output is not proportionate to
the input.

The biggest weakness of the government
schools is that often the aggregate of its parts
never adds up to its optimum level. It may
have good infrastructure, fairly good teachers,
good deal of teaching aids, gadgets and
facilities; yet it doesn't become an impressive
or 'good' school. We know ( from our carlier
studies ) that a good school is acknowledged
as a good one on the basis of its overall
environment. And this overall environment
consists of four environments :

® Physical

® Academic

e Social &

e Institutional

It's also accepted mostly that quality of
education depends mostly wupon the
institutional and social environment than
academic and, last in importance, physical.
Institutional environment is broadly defined
as tradition of the institution that it inherits
and the nature of relationships between its
stakeholders. This is a domain in which private
schools are at a certain advantage. Most
private institutions benefit from one or more
pioneers or edu-entrepreneurs whose vision
and dedication play a significant role in both

its establishment and gaining ground. This is
something which can't always be expected in
government schools. One can't expect that
from the teachers or the head teacher or even
the SMC members. Even if in some rare case
one finds such vision, ownership and
pioneership in government schools either there
will not be any coordination amongst them
or they won't be given the free hand to run
the institution as they would like to by the
higher authorities. On the contrary, in many
instances, the teachers, HTs or SMC members
having good vision or creative ideas find
hurdles from different sections in the
government mechanism while trying to do
innovations in their schools. Rarely that
synergy is reached where the teachers, the
HT, the SMC and the authorities work in close
coordination for overall development of the
school.

Opportunities

In fact, this gives us some insight about
the opportunity the government schools
provide us for strengthening the public
education delivery system. All one lacks is
one or one group of mentors or edu-
entrepreneurs. If such individuals are
identified and given the task of mentoring
the school through its School Development
Plan or journey one can see unbelievable
results. This is exactly what Legacy Project
tried to do - to mentor the project government
schools through this journcy towards
efficiency. As it came out in one of our FGDs
with SMC members, maintenance iS a major
challenge in terms of resource mobilization.
It's as true in case of public institutions as in
our private life. Even when we manage
money/ resources for some new ventures, we
find difficult to mobilize it for continuous
maintenance work. And lack of this, and on
time, leads to much decay. Actionaid and its
partners tried basically, through Legacy
Project, exactly this. They helped the schools
in conducting regular SMC meetings and
eventually come up with their customized
School Development Plans. Afterwards, what
needed to be done was something for teacher
empowering, something for involving the
community and something for motivating
students. Establishment of Teacher Clubs,



training and exposure visits for teachers, tree plantation, talent search
examination, scholarships for needy students, support visits by the
volunteers of GVM/ SSTEP were some the key activities in that
direction. They bore their results- in most of the cases. We could see
that during our school visits ( ref. to school visit reports ). But the
question is what will be the permanent solution; who will bear the
maintenance cost? Obviously Action Aid can't do it indefinitely.
Somebody will have to bear that maintenance expenditure in the future.
Who will be that? Will it be the government or the local community?

The Threat

And that brings us finally to the threat that the government sector
faces. From our study we felt that the threat that the government
sector faces is not, unlike popularly believed, from the private schools.
The threat comes from somewhere else. Its major failure is in identifying
talents and pioneers within itself and failing to give them due
recognition and space. We found it a pleasant surprise that still there
are people in the government system ( in this particular case as teachers
or HTs) who are not only talented but also flexible and imaginative
doing their part of the job well.

Unfortunately most of them not only fail to get recognition or
positive incentive from those above them in the govt. mechanism but
in many instances get actually demotivated through apathy at best or
sheer mala fide reactions from some or other from the top. This really
is the biggest threat the government sector faces today. Till now for
whatever ideological reasons or compulsions, such talented people
within have not decided to leave the system or tried their luck with
private schools. But if a considerable number of them takes this crucial
decision either to join some bigger private network or even more
alarmingly decide to start something on their own becoming the full
edu-entrepreneur, the system may incur heavy losses. It may even
collapse like a pack of cards. God forbid.

APPENDIX:

A Case study on Sankardev Sishu Niketan

Shankardev Shishu Niketan, School -1

The school was established in 1996 and has classes from Ankur
up to class ten. There are 16 teachers including the Acharya or
Principal. As a member of the Vidya Bharati network it follows the
curriculum of Sishu Siksha Samitee . The emphasis is on value based
education . According to the principal their motto all over the country
is " come to learn, go to serve". In fact teachers work here with a
mentality to serve the community and serve the nation. They are not
paid what can be termed as salary- but given some token amount as
honorarium. Different Sishu Niketans pay different amount as
honorarium. In this particular school it starts from Rs 2700 upto Rs
5000 per month. This is paid from the fees received from students.
Though Vidya Bharati gives flexibility to the member schools to have
its own fee structure this particular school does not take much as fees
as parents of the locality are not very well to do .The school does not
even have very good infrastructure. According to the principal this 1s
going to change soon as they have received a building grant from the
local MLA fund last year. The Principal like all other Principals of the

network had undergone a one month training
conducted by Sishu Siksha Samitee.

Sankardev Shishu Niketan, School- 2

The school was established in the year
2000. According to the principal it started
from a rented house and has now grown to
the extent of having 400 students. There are
classes from Ankur up to class 10. There are
seventeen teachers. The school has good
infrastructure and more rooms are being
constructed as the enrolment is increasing.
The results, according to the Principal, are
quite good.

These small and innocuous looking case
studies however might provide us with much
interesting facts, patterns, insights as well as
directions for way forward. We are
intentionally not using the names and other
details of these schools. The identities of our
sources need to be protected for reasons
which will become clear below.

Sankardev Sishu Niketan- Background

The Sankardev Sishu Niketans have been
there in Assam for quite some time. It's a
network of vernacular medium private
schools. As the government schools suffered
a steady decline of quality for various reasons
and "good" quality private schools were either
unavailable or too expensive, many low
middle class and middle class conscious
parents started seeing Sankardev Sishu
Niketans (SSN) as a good affordable
alternative. Education provided was normal
and good and fees were not prohibitive . Soon
many parents followed and as demand
increased the SSNs too came up in various
places of the state. The results too were more
or less good. SS they as a network started

having fame of its own.

In the headlines

Though the above itself should have
been reason enough to highlight the
achievement and strength of the SSNs ,
however it has been in the news for last three
or four years for some very curious reasons.
Very strangely after the Loksabha elections
in 2014, and more so after the Assembly
election in the state in 2016, people started
talking about Rastriya Swayam Sevak Sangha
(RSS) and its sister organizations playing a
major role in political mobilization in leading
to major political shift both in the centre and
the state. Only then one started hearing
rumours that SSNs too are a major component
of the RSS network for spreading their
ideological agenda. Many respectable
intellectuals and political narrators felt that
SSNs were set up carefully in that direction
strategically. The response of the SSNs and
those associated with it are even more curious.
On one extreme is categorical denials
formally while in the other extreme is open
acceptance of the fact and efforts to portray
their closeness to the new power centres,
wherever possible.

® Governor PB Acharya visited SSNs
and assured support even while the state was
under the rule of Congress.

® One student of Muslim community
secured first rank in HSLC examination from
an SSN in the city.

e Immediately after that , Education
Minister declared to provide some grants to
all SSNs, which was also opposed by those
not politically aligned to BIP

Science behind Electricity Power
Generation and Present Power Scenario
in Assam

The world is growing faster day by day
and we are growing more dependent on
technology. To use technology the backbone
is electricity. From morning to evening, from
sleeping to cooking, classroom 1o the office
we all need electricity to perform our daily
work. Everyone is experiencing the facility
of electricity irrespective of knowing the
science behind its generation. Electricity can
be produced in many ways like hydro-
generation, thermal-generation,  solar
generation, windmill etc. Hydro generation is
the easiest and convenient way of generating
clectricity. Here we will o
look out the science behind |
hydroelectricity generation
and how it is transmitted to
us from the power station.

Hydro energy is
available in several forms,
potential energy from high
heads of water maintained
in dams, mechanical energy
from current flow in rivers
and tidal barrages, and
mechanical energy
additionally from the
movement of waves on
comparatively static water

lots. Several ingenious ways in which are
developed for harnessing this energy however
most involve guiding the water flow through
a turbine to get electricity. Those who do not
typically involve exploitation the movement
of the water to drive another sort of hydraulic
or gas mechanism to perform an identical
task.

If we talk about Assam there is a high
opportunity of hydroelectricity through
conventional ways as Assam is a land of
rivers. We will discuss the generation system
through conventional system.

Generator



Most hydroelectric power originates from

' %, the potential vitality of dammed water driving

a water turbine and generator. The power
removed from the water relies upon the
volume and on the distinction in stature
between the source and the water's
outpouring. This stature contrast is known as
the head. An expansive pipe (the "penstock”)
conveys water from the supply to the turbine.

The use of the elements stated in the
diagram is stated below

Reservoir - It is a kind of water tank
which is created by constructing a dam in a
flowing river. In the reservoir water is stocked
from the river in specific volume for the
generation station.

Penstock - A penstock is a floodgate or
entryway or admission structure that controls
water stream, or an encased pipe that conveys
water to hydro turbines and sewerage
frameworks.

Intake - An intake is gate to control the
flow of water from the reservoir through the
penstock.

Turbine- A water turbine is a rotary
machine that converts kinetic energy and
potential energy of water into mechanical
work.Streaming water is coordinated on to
the cutting edges of a turbine sprinter, making
a power on the sharp edges. Since the sprinter
is turning, the power demonstrations through
a separation (drive acting through a separation
is the meaning of work). Along these lines,
vitality is exchanged from the water stream
to the turbine Water turbines are partitioned
into two gatherings; response turbines and
drive turbines. The exact state of water turbine
cutting edges is an element of the supply
weight of water, and the sort of impeller
chose. ,

A generator is connected to the turbine.
The shaft of the turbine is used as the rotor
for the generator. So as Faraday's
electromagnetic law, any change in the
magnetic field of a coil of wire will cause an
emf to be induced in the coil. This emf
induced is called induced emf and if the
conductor circuit is closed, the current will
also circulate through the circuit and this
current is called induced the current. So as
the turbine starts moving, the shaft rotates

which creates an electromagnetic induction
for which generator produces electricity and
it is sent to the powerhouse for distribution.

(Generator is a device which converts
mechanical energy into electrical energy and
used in generating electricity. Transformer is
a device which step up or step down the
voltage and used in transition of electricity)
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Power Supply System

The high voltage is required for long
separation transmission and, the low voltage
is required for utility purposes. The voltage
level is continuing diminishing from the
transmission framework to the dispersion
system. The electrical vitality is created by
the three-stage synchronous generator
(alternators) as appeared in the figure
underneath. The age voltage is typically 11kV
and 33 KV.This voltage is too low for
transmission over long separation. It is, along
these lines, stepped up to 132, 220 and 400
KV or more in advance up transformers. At
that voltage, the electrical vitality is
transmitted to the mass power substation
where vitality is provided from a few power
substations.The voltage at these substations
is stepped down to 66KV and nourished to



the sub-transmission framework for ahead
transmission to the appropriation sub-stations.
These substations are situated in the area of
the load centres.The voltage is additionally
stepped down to 33KV and 11KV. The huge
modern purchasers are provided at the
essential appropriation level of 33KV while
the littler mechanical buyer is provided at
11KV.The voltage is stepped down further
by a circulation transformer situated in the
private and business zone, where it is
provided to these shoppers at the auxiliary
appropriation level of 400V three stage and
230V single stage.

This is how electricity is generated and
distributed to us.

Present power scenario of Assam

Assam is a land of rivers and full of
natural resources. The Brahmaputra and The
Barak River mainly flows through Assam
which holds two civilisation valleys. Besides
these two main rivers, about 48 rivers are
flowing through Assam. Assam carries a much
influenced geographical structure. It's a land
of natural resources, where lots of crude oil,
fossils, coals or natural gases are available. If
we consider these we can say Assam is a
land of opportunity where more power can
be generated using its own natural resources.
Let's have a take a look at present power
scenario of Assam.

The whole electricity generation or
distribution system was looked after by Assam
State Electricity Board(ASEB), but in
December 2004 under the provision of
electricity act 2003 state power sector
reformed the program and unbuilt ASEB.
Assam Power Generation Corporation Ltd.
(APGCL) was constituted after that reform to
look after the generation system. The
organization is essentially responsible for most
extreme energy generation to take care of the
energy demand in the state.The Total Installed
Capacity of APGCL is 379.7 MW and APGCL
Peak Generation is around 250 MW.

Assam is basically reliant on hydro ages.
This is around 60% of the aggregate existing
accessibility. The majority of these hydro
generators are sourced through Run of the
River (RoR) which are exclusively subject to
the precipitation in the separate catchments

zones. It was normal that these hydro
generators would get to 100% of its ability
amid this rainstorm. Additionally, the gas-
based warm power stations are creating far
underneath their full limit because of lacking
a supply of gas and so on.

APGCL is looking after four numbers of
power stations, where two are hydroelectric
power plant and other two are thermal power
plant. i.e.

1. KarbiLangpi Hydro Electric Project

(KLHEP: This plant is located at the
Lengry, Amtereng on the west side
of KarbiAnglong district. This plant
runs on one hydro turbine and
generate 100 MW power.

2. Myntriang Hydro Electric Project
(MSHEP) St-II: This is another very
small plant located at Lengry,
Amtereng on the west side of
KarbiAnglong district. This plant is
consist of two small power hydro
turbines which generate only 3 MW

power.
3. Namrup Thermal Power Station
(NTPS): This thermal power

generation plant is located at Namrup
of Dibrugarh district. This plant runs
on four gas turbines and generates
119.5 MW power.

4. Lakwa Thermal Power Station
(LTPS): This is the largest power
plant having eight gas turbines
located at Lakwa, Maibela of
Sivsagar district. It produces 157.2
MW power which is relatively
highest than any other plants in
Assam.

Assam is growing fast to consume
electricity. As a survey says, until a couple of
years back only 16% rural households were
electrified, whereas it is now enhanced to
50%. As per the National Electricity Policy,
all households of Assam will be electrified
within the year 2019 and steps have been
undertaken for that. Along with the increased
development and better economic activities,
Assam is demanding peak power of 1400
MW whereas it's increased to about two times
than five years ago. Assam is producing 379.7
MW power on its own and delivering a peak




supply of about 260 MW after transmission.
To overcome this power fall APGCL is
exploring different sources of power to supply
in Assam. OTPC installed a 726 MW power
plant at Tripura and Assam is getting the share
of about 200 MW power. To avoid the load
shading of esteemed customers APGCL is
procuring power from DVC and NTPC. The
much anticipated NTPC, Bongaigaon has
begun its business operation from second April
2016. The offer of Assam from this station is
around 56%. With the synchronization of the
initial 250MW unit at Bongaigaon, the
accessibility of energy for APDCL has
expanded by around 130 MW. Including own
generation, Assam has 1200 MW availability
of power at present. APDCL is trying to
procure the deficit power from the open
market to minimize the load shading.

APGCL is working on another three
projects and six projects are in pipeline to
minimize the deficiency of power.

Ongoing projects are,

I. Namrup Replacement Power Project

(NRPP)- 100 MW

2. Lakwa Replacement Power Project
(LRPP)- 70 MW

3. Myntriang Small Hydro Electric
Project (MSHEP)- 10.5 MW

Pipeline projects are

1. Silchar Power Project (SPP) - 30 MW

2. Margherita Thermal Power Project -

660 MW

3. Hydro Electric Project in Borpani River
Basin- 46.5 MW

4. Lungnit (Longnit) Small Hydro Electric
Project - 6 MW

5. Lower Kopili Hydro Electric Project -
120 MW

6. Solar PV Power Project- (at LTPS- 2
MW and at NTPS- 2 MW)

We expect this would signify some degree
to limit the request accessibility hole of energy
in Assam and 100% of Assam will be
electrified without commencing load shading.

In a hope of electrified and empowered
future of Assam!!!




GVM is also linking the local people to MGNREGA,
formal financial institutions, livelihood promotion
institutes, marketing networks etc. which have
empowered people to earn their livelihood thereby
reducing human frafficking.

Huma.n trafficking is not a new phenomenon which existed even
in the days of yore. The complexities of this phenomenon have increased
since past two or three decades. Today it has become a serious problem
and that needs to be dealt with. From the past experiences it has been
found that there are various reasons for this problem. Nironjon Islary
in 2012 stated that “ethnic conflict, displacement, insurgency,
unemployment, poverty, improper information and weak communication
between parents children, influences of external environment and
curiosity & desires about city life are some of the determining factors
that makes one fall prey into this problem”. According to different
studies on this issue it is found that women and children are more
vulnerable and victims of human trafficking. They mostly belong to
minor and economically backward communities. It exists in 127
countries including USA and has become a lucrative business for some
kind of people. It has come up to that extend that actions should be
taken to bring it to an end.

Despite enacting several laws and legislations by different countries
and within states to mitigate this issue, still it is a complex task to deal
with. Many government organisations, non-government organisations,
institutions, civil society and voluntary organisations are also giving
their highest efforts to end this episode.

Elizabeth Pathy Salett suggested that a social worker can help in
this tragedy in three ways as follows:

1. Identify victims of slavery and trafficking and assist them to get
help,




2. Serve in the organizations that

2 % specialize in assisting trafficking victims and

improving upon the current ,promising
practices. of rehabilitation and reintegration,
and

3. Educate vulnerable populations about
the dangers of human trafficking as a form
of prevention. All of these roles need to be
filled in every community where human
trafficking exists in order to locate victims,

Other than her suggestions to end this
episode the ongoing strong campaign on
human trafficking by the different
organisations, institutions, voluntary
organisations must continue. As the factors
leading to this problem have been identified
very clearly, every factors have to be looked
in an in-depth manner and kill it in the
grassroots itself. As mentioned by Elizabeth
Pathy Salett the organisations and local
administrative authority must take the initiative
to educate the vulnerable populations on
human trafficking. Conflict, insurgency,
displacement, unemployment and poverty are
interlinked to each other which compel the
people to migrate to other places in search of
conducive environment and employment. On
this process they fall prey under the agents
that trafficks them for forced labourers. In
cases the local authorities and

such

organization working in the grassroots
collaboratively must create a platform for
these people, disseminate proper information
and guide the people who migrate to other
palaces for work. Conflict, displacement and
insurgency are the issues which might take a
long time to settle. As an immediate step
employment opportunity might be created in
the local areas to engage those people locally
which will improve their financial status and
reduce poverty. This will stop most of the
people from migration to other places and
reduce in falling prey of trafficking. The
organisations like GVM, The ANT, NERSWN
and NEDAN Foundation etc. are some of the
organisations which are taking such initiatives
of creating local employment to the people
in rural areas of Nalbari, Baksa, Kamrup
(Rural), Chirang and Kokrajhar districts of
Assam. GVM is also linking the local people
to MGNREGA, formal financial institutions,
livelihood promotion institutes, marketing
networks etc. which have empowered people
to earn their livelihood thereby reducing
human trafficking. Such initiatives must also
be taken by other organistions in their
working areas which would help not only in
preventing human trafficking but also in
resolving other issues prevalent.




we can talk about the investigationsof the July 1,
2006 serial train blasts in Mumbai and the subse-
quent blasts in Malegaon and Hyderabad were suc-
cessful only because of the revelations made by
individuals during narco-analysis. It goes further to
state that narco-analysis has also taken the place of
preventive forensics, because it has helped the ad-
ministration to take steps to prevent further planned
blasts in Malegaon and Karnataka.

Use of DDT under legal frame work

Introduction:

The deception detection tests (DDT) such as polygraph, narco-analysis
and brain-mapping have important clinical, scientific and legal implica-
tions . The DDTs are useful to know the concealed information related
to crime. Information, which is known only to self, is sometimes crucial
for criminal investigation. The DDTs have been used widely by the
investigating agencies across the world. However, investigating agencies
know that the extracted information cannot be used as evidence during
the trial stage. They have challenged that it is safer than 'third degree
methods' used by some investigators. Here, they claim that, by using
these so called, "scientific procedures” in information finding, it will
directly help the investigating agencies to gather evidences, and thereby
increase the rate of prosecution of the guilty and the rate of discharge of
the innocent. Recently, these methods are being promoted as more ac-
curate and best, without credible evidence. Let's discuss about the three
specific processes of DDT tests.

Narco-analysis:

This test involves the intravenous administration of a drug
(such as sodium pentothal, scopolamine and sodium amytal) that
causes the subject to enter into various stages of anaesthesia. In the
hypnotic stage, the subject becomes less self-conscious and is more
likely to divulge information, which would usually not be revealed
in the conscious state.

Polygraph:

This is also called a lie detector test, but this term is a misnomer. The
premise behind polygraph tests is that a guilty subject is more likely
to be concerned with lying about the relevant facts about the crime,




which in turn produces a hyper-arousal
state which is picked up by a person trained
in reading polygraph results. Measurement of
hyper-arousal state is based on a number of
parameters such as heart rate, blood pressure,
respiratory rate, skin conductance and elec-
tromyography.

Brain mapping:

It measures the changes in which the
electrical field potentials produced by the sum
of the neuronal activity in the brain by means
of electrodes placed on the surface of the
skin covering the head and face. The changes
directly related to specific perceptual or cog-
nitive events are called event-related
potentials. In simple words, it is based on the
finding that the brain generates a unique
brain-wave pattern when a person encoun-
ters a familiar stimulus. Commonly used
method in western countries and in India it is
called as Brain Electrical Activation Profile
test.It is also known as the 'P300 Waves test'.

Issues regarding DDT

The core dispute arising out of the DDT
is its legality of using inhuman degrading
methods to confess the crime. The interroga-
tion of the accused plays a vital role in col-
lecting evidence for a particular case. Here a
question arises to what extent the investigat-
ing agencies can coerce or force the accused
to reveal information if the accused remains
silent and does not answer any questions of
the investigating agencies. In a civilized world
torture of police is undesirable to extract in-
formation about the crime. Even in the court
of law, confession made to a police officer is
not valid until it is not confessed in a court.
Now, the question is,"Can police use DDT to
extract information from the accused"? There
are many judicial activists who support the
view that in this age of ever increasing crime
rate, such tests often help the investigating
agencies, but others rejecting it as a clear
violation of constitutional provisions. To jus-
tify this viewpoint we have to lock into the
earlier court's view, recent Supreme Court
judgment and scientific basis of applying
DDTs.

Laws and Judgements:

On the application of DDT test various
fundamental questions arise pertaining to ju-

dicial matters and also violation of human
rights throughout the process. The point of
using this technique as an investigative aid
raises genuine issues like encroachment of
an individual's rights, Liberties and freedom
in various judgements.

The judgment of an eleven-judge bench
in the case of State of Bombay
versusKathiKaluOghad where it was observed
that, "It is well established that clause (3) of
Article 20 is directed against self-incrimina-
tion by the accused person. Self-incrimina-
tion must mean conveying information based
upon personal knowledge of the person giv-
ing the information and cannot include merely
the mechanical process of producing docu-
ments in court which may throw a light on
any of the points in the controversy, but which
do not contain any statement of the accused
based on his personal knowledge." There is
no compulsion when a police officer, in in-
vestigating a crime against, a certain indi-
vidual, asks him to do a certain thing. The
fact that a person was in police custody when
he made the statement is not a foundation for
an inference that he was compelled to make
the statement. The mere questioning of an
accused by a police officer, resulting in a
voluntary statement, which may ultimately
turn out to be incriminatory, is not compul-
sion.

The judicial opinion relating to self-in-
crimination, can best be summarized by the
decision of the Bombay High Court in
Ramchandra Reddy versus State of
Maharashtra case, wherein the Court consid-
ered whether a statement can be forcibly taken
from the accused by requiring him to un-
dergo a Narco test against his will. A strict
reading of Article 20(3) suggested to the Court
that it shall apply if the statement is inculpat-
ing or incriminating the person making it,
which can only be ascertained after the test,
is administered. Thus, the Court held that
there was no reason to prevent administra-
tion of this test because there were enough
protections available under the Indian Evi-
dence Act, Code of Criminal Procedure and
under the Constitution to prevent inclusion
of any incriminating statement made in the
course of the administration of the test.



The privilege of the person against right
to self-incrimination thus enables the mainte-
nance of human privacy and observance of
civilized principles in the enforcement of
criminal justice. In Code of Criminal Proce-
dure the legislature has protected a person's
right against selfincrimination under section
161(2). The right against forced self-incrimi-
nation, widely known as the Right to Silence
is which states that every person is bound to
answer truthfully all questions, put to him by
a police officer, other than questions the an-
swers to which would have a tendency to
expose that person to a criminal charge, pen-
alty or forfeiture. Certain urgings have been
made that Narco analysis comprises of men-
tal torture and hence violates the Right to
Life as mentioned in Article 21 as it deals
with right to privacy. Again, law against in-
terruption in privacy of individual would not
allow brain striking evidence to be given in
the court.

With the pronouncement of the case
NandiniSathpathyvsP.L.Dani , it is very well
established that Right to Silence has been
granted to the accused. It stated that, no one
can forcibly extract statements from the ac-
cused, who has the right to keep silent dur-
ing the course of interrogation. By the ad-
ministration of these tests, forcible intrusion
into one's mind is being restored to, thereby
nullifying the validity and legitimacy of the
Right to Silence. NandiniSathpathy claimed
that she had a right of silence by virtue of
Article 20(3) of the Constitution and Section
161 (2) of Criminal Procedure Codethe Court
upheld her pleas.

Though various issues are rise for the
application of DDT test, in India it has wit-
nessed a mixed response from the judiciary,
ranging from absolute disapproval to reluc-
tant and latent encouragement. For instance,
during 2004-2011, various High Courts have
been apathetic in commenting on the civil
liberties aspects of Narco-analysis while some
have decreed it a permissible practice, in
conformity with Part III of the Constitution.
However, in M.C. Sekharan v. State of Kerala
case, 1980 the Kerala High Court took a sharp
approach towards the process, declaring un-
ambiguously that it is against the fundamen-

tal human rights of an accused. Thus, the
judicial tryst with Narco-analysis in the pre-
vious decade had been one of ambivalence
or approval. The judiciary possibly viewed
this practice to be a solution to match the
threat to internal security faced by India dur-
ing the aforementioned period.

Recent Supreme Court verdict:

In the recent judgement of the case of
Smt. Selvi&Ors. V. State of Karnataka it was
observed that the right against self incrimina-
tion is now viewed as an essential safeguard
in criminal procedure In this case a major
blow to investigating agenciesis given by the
Supreme Court held the use of narco analy-
sis, brain-mapping and polygraph tests on
accused, suspects and witnesses without their
consent as unconstitutional and violation of
the ‘right to privacy'. A three-Judge Bench
including former Chief Justice K.G.
Balakrishnan and Justices R.V. Raveendran
and J.M. Panchal, in a 251-page judgment,
said:

"We hold that no individual should be
forcibly subjected to any of the techniques in
question, whether in the context of investiga-
tion in criminal cases or otherwise. Doing so
would amount to an unwarranted intrusion
into personal liberty."

The judges said: "The compulsory ad-
ministration of the impugned techniques vio-
lates the right against self-incrimination. The
test results cannot be admitted in evidence if
they have been obtained through the use of
compulsion. Article 20 (3) of the Constitu-
tion (No person accused of any offence shall
be compelled to be a witness against himself)
protects an individual's choice between speak-
ing and remaining silent, irrespective of
whether the subsequent testimony proves to
be inculpatory or exculpatory.”

The Bench said: "Article 20 (3) aims to
prevent the forcible conveyance of personal
knowledge that is relevant to the facts in is-
sue. The results obtained from each of the
impugned tests bear a testimonial character
and they cannot be categorised as material
evidence.”

The Bench also said: "It is our consid-
ered opinion that subjecting a person to the
impugned techniques in an involuntary man-




ner violates the prescribed boundaries of

% privacy."The Bench held that if these tech-

niques were used compulsorily if would vio-
late Article 20 (3).

The Bench made it clear that even when
the subject had given consent to undergo any
of these tests, the test results by themselves
could not be admitted as evidence because
"the subject does not exercise conscious con-
trol over the responses during the administra-
tion of the test. However, any information or
material that is subsequently discovered with
the help of voluntary administered test re-
sults can be admitted, in accordance with
Section 27 of the Evidence Act."

The Supreme Court judgment on May
5, 2010 related to the involuntary adminis-
tration of DDT for the purpose of improving
investigation efforts in criminal cases was
questioned on the account of violation of
fundamental rights such as: ,

1. 'Right against self-incrimination’
specified in Article 20(3) of the Constitution,
which states that no person accused of an
offence shall be compelled to be a witness
against himself or herself, and

2. Article 21 (Right to life and personal
liberty) has been judicially expanded to in-
clude a 'right against cruel, inhuman or de-
grading treatment’ .

DDT also raises serious concerns
related to the professional ethics of medi-
cal personnel involved in the administra-
tion of these techniques and violation of
human rights of an individual. Concerns re-
garding human rights violations in con-
ducting DDTs were raised long back and
the National Human Rights Commission
had published Guidelines in 2000 for the
Administration of Polygraph tests. However,
only a few of the investigating agencies have
been seen to follow those guidelines.

Analysis:

From the above discussion we can say
that the Indian judiciary has finally recog-
nized and condemned the abusive nature of
narco-analysis, brain-mapping and polygraph
tests. The Supreme Court of India prohibited
all involuntary administration of such tests,
holding them to be "cruel, inhuman and de-
grading treatment"The Supreme Court's deci-

sion is in line with Constitutional requirements
and international human rights law. In sharp
contrast, the Supreme Court raised serious
concerns about the validity, reliability, and
indeed usefulness of narco-analysis, brain
mapping, and polygraph tests. The Court
emphasized how each of the tests could lead
to the discovery of false and even misleading
information.In questioning the scientific reli-
ability of narco-analysis, the Court for exam-
ple stated: "Some studies have shown that
most of the drug-induced revelations are not
related to the relevant facts and they are more
likely to be in the nature of inconsequential
information about the subject's personal
lives."The Court also noted that some sub-
jects of narco-analysis "can become extremely
suggestible to questioning” while others might
"concoct fanciful stories."Similarly, for dif-
ferent forms of brain mapping, which rely on
a subject's familiarity with certain stimuli to
assess potential involvement in crime, the tests
can falsely implicate a subject because of the
subject's prior exposure to test stimuli such
as through media reports, revelation of facts
to the subject by investigators, or the sub-
ject's relation to the crime as a bystander
witness.For polygraph tests, the Court noted
that distorted physiological responses could
result from "nervousness, anxiety, fear, con-
fusion or other emotions also.

During the past decade, High Courts
across the country continued to uphold the
use of such tests. The Supreme Court's analysis
aptly demonstrates how those decisions
strained legal reasoning and logic by relying
on the purported scientific nature of narco-
analysis tests despite the fact that scientific
evidence had long discredited the tests pur-
ported scientific validity.

The Supreme Court's decision disagreed
with the reasoning of the various High Court
judgments in three main areas:

a) The reliability or unreliability of the
tests;

b) Self-incrimination protections;

c) Substantive due process rights.

While the High Court addressing this is-
sue gave negligible attention to potential rights
violations under Article 21 of the Constitu-
tion, the Supreme Court found that narco-



analysis violated individual's right to privacy
and amounted to cruel, inhuman or degrad-
ing treatment. Article 21 protects the right to
life and personal liberty, which has been
broadly interpreted to include various sub-
stantive due process protections, including the
right to privacy and the right to be free from
torture and cruel, inhuman, or degrading treat-
ment. The majority of High Courts did not
even address the issue of the right to privacy,
and those that did only made blanket asser-
tions that the right is not absolute or that
narco-analysis and othertests did not infringe
on the right. Similarly, the High Court did
not address the issue of whether narco-analy-
sis amounted to torture or cruel, inhuman or
degrading treatment, despite the fact that at
least some of the petitioners raised this issue.

Finally, the Supreme Court departed
sharply from the standpoint of the lower
courts. First, the Court found all three tests to
amount to an invasion of privacy by intrud-
ing into a "subject's mental privacy," denying
an opportunity to choose whether to speak or
remain silent, and physically restraining a
subject to the location of the tests. Second,
the Court declared all three tests to amount to
cruel, inhuman or degrading treatment be-
cause of the mental harm likely suffered and
the potential physical abuse by police or prison
officials that could result from the responses
given. As the Court stated, "forcible intrusion
into a person's mental processes is acrime to
human dignity and liberty, often with grave
and long-lasting consequences.”

Conclusion

Thoughthe statements or evidences made
during interrogation by using the DDT test
are not directly used, but investigation does
receive a tremendous impetus on many occa-
sions. For example, we can talk about the
investigationsof the July 1, 2006 serial train
blasts in Mumbai and the subsequent blasts
in Malegaon and Hyderabad were successful
only because of the revelations made by in-
dividuals during narco-analysis. It goes fur-
ther to state that narco-analysis has also taken
the place of preventive forensics, because it
has helped the administration to take steps to

prevent further planned blasts in Malegaon
and Karnataka. The mistiness around the
Aarushi murder case finally got clearer after
conducting the narco-analysis test on certain
suspects. The test can have repercussions on
the subject's health, in which case it is essen-
tial to devise a scheme of redressal, which
may take effect only if the side-effects are
actually observed, for the subject. While it
may not unequivocally violate a person's right
to privacy if administered correctly, strict
procedural safeguards need to be added to
prevent its abuse. But, any information or
material that is subsequently discovered with
the help of voluntary administered test re-
sults can be admitted, in accordance with
Section 27 of the Evidence Act.The Criminal
Procedure Code also allows conducting such
an examination of the accused as is ration-
ally necessary in order to make certain facts
which may afford evidence about the com-
mission of an offence, and to use reasonable
force for the same.

Assamese Children Magazine:
it's Past, Present and Future

Introduction:

The child is the citizen of tomorrow. To make the children of our state
healthier physically and intellectually, they must have to give education
with proper way from the beginning of their life. Proper care and guidance
with proper cognitive development can only transform them as responsible
citizen in forthcoming days. So, it is the duty of the clders to show them
the right way of life. As we know that children's mind is like a white
paper; they are free as they have no burden of critical human life in this
stage. They have keen desire to learn something new which may be
adventurous, funny or extraordinary in nature. And this desire can be
fulfilled with some informal medium of education like books, magazine,
storytelling etc. The idea of the children magazine was started at this point
of intellectuality which would be converted to the proper way of giving
knowledge with some extra taste than their regular form of formal
education.

Looking back to the past-

The world's first children's magazine, namely, Children's Magazine,
was published in 1789 A.D. in the USA. It was a milestone in the world
of literary field which started a new era in the whole scenario. In the
nineteenth century, that is, about twenty five years after the introduction




of the children's magazine in the world's
literary realm, the very first thoughts of
starting a children's magazine rose in Assam.
Of course, the foundation was laid in the
pages of "Orunudoi"” in the initial phase of
the beginning of the print media in Assam. In
the first year's ninth issue of "Orunudoi", Miles
Bronson addressed the children in an essay
entitled "First Letter to the Little Readers of
Orunudoi", and urged them to come forward
and read "Orunudoi". In addition, stories of
the Bible and other moral stories and also
stories and folklores from all over the world
were published in "Orunudoi” in a way
appropriate for the children to read and
comprehend. And this was the introduction
of the children related writings in Assam
which later converted with various kinds of
children magazines. The journey started in
1888 with the publication of Lorabandhu from
Nagaon under the editorship of Karunabhiram
Barua. It was closed after the publication of
two-three issues. In 1916, another magazine,
Akon, published from Guwahati under the
editorship of Hemchandra Goswami. It had
been closed after two years. After these,
Maina(1923, Editor-Raghunath Choudhary),
Arun(1926, Editor-Mahadev Sharma),
Pakhila(1933, Harendranath Sharma),
Akon(1935, Birinchi Kr. Barua), Parijat(1940,
Dinanath Sharma), Rang ghar(1948, Birinchi
Barua), Kachi Jon(Ibrahim Ali) etc. had been
come to exist for one or two years. Deepak
and Jonbali lived for the late 70's i.e.
approximately twelve and eight years
respectively (Deepak: 1954-66, Jonbai: 1961-
70). In 1966, Deepak had changed its colour
of children magazine and converted into a
general magazine for all. The other children's
magazines published in the 80's are
"KOKADEUTA" (edited by Dulal Chandra
Borthakur, 1984), Ranju Hazarika's
"KONKON" (1986), Shantanu Kaushik
Baruah's "OIKYOTAAN" (1987),
Bhagyalaxmi Mahanta's "MOINA" (1987),
Dinesh Baishya's "GYAN-BIGYAN" (1990),
etc. At this point, it should be remembered
that though these magazines were unable to
gain permanency due to their short life span,
they contributed significantly in maintaining
the tradition of children's magazines in Assam.

Present Scenario-

In the context of children magazines in g7

Assam, it can be said that, though there were
several magazines published in different
times, very few left with their limited editions.
And among them, only some limited
magazines, like Sofura, Mouchag etc. are
involved with the growth of the scientific
development among children with the
entertainment brought by information about
various fields like science, quiz, puzzles, and
word stocks through jokes, stories and funny
pictures.

In the beginning of the late 20th century,
there was a trend of reading child related
magazines in Assam. The education system
of Assam, which was totally based on the
study materials and bookish knowledge, can
only help the children to have formal
education. But the children magazines
brought a new trend, which includes the
informal education among children with the
help of various kinds of knowledge and
information. Children magazines like, Natun
Awiskar, Rongmon, Mukuta, Okonir Agrdoot
have been disseminating different fields of
information which can be able to satisfy the
urge and query of children in intellectual and
general aspects. According to well known
children litterateur Haren Borthakur, "children
magazines are the way of teaching the chld
about every aspect of human life through
various ways, and among them the children
magazines are the medium of gathering
information about the world and about their
society".

Another important role played by these
children magazines in Assam is the medium
of learning the Assamese language clearly and
in correct way. Children are the citizens of
the future, and the children magazines are
the proper way of educating the children
about their language and culture, so that they
can prepare themselves for the future life.
With that they will also be familiar with the
Assamese society and culture.

With this, we can also mention about the
role played by the children magazines in
developing their creative mind with the habit
of writing various kind of poems. stories, short
stories etc. Many child litterateurs emerged
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with the help of children magazines and their
, efforts. These creativeness and involvement
of the children also helped the publications
to grow their circulation. The magazines
specifically, Sofura and Mouchaq have their
much circulation among urban and rural both
areas. According to Rupam Baruah, Editor of
popular children magazine Sofura, there have
been near about 20,000 circulation of the
magazine among the readers. Interestingly
there are more readers in rural areas than the
urban locations. To increase the circulation
and awareness among the readers, the
publication house also use tremendous steps,
including organizing fellowship exams. In this
respect, we can mention about the 'Sofura
fellowship' and 'Mouchaq Britti', which help
in creating a competitive environment among
the children.

But simultaneously, there are also some
threats and challenges in the market of
children magazine, which can reduce the
popularity of the children magazines among
children. One of that is the availability of the
magazines and comic books of other language
like Tinkle series, Chandamama, Champak
and comic series. This availability attracts the
child readers more because of their colourful
pages and qualities and varieties of taste.

Another challenge facing by the children
magazines in Assam is the reduction of
Assamese language readers. Now a days, all
the parents use to send their children to the
English medium schools which make the
children unaware of their own language and
hence also less interested about the Assamese
magazines. Some of the parents and guardians
are also use to neglect the Assamese children
magazines because of their love (weakness??)
for English medium books. A new trend of
neglecting Assamese language has also been
uprising day by day. Some parents feel proud
when their children tell, 'l don't speak
Assamese well'. A kind of rootless tendency
has been grown and it influence the new
generation to stand far away from Assamese
language; hence the Assamese magazine t0o.

Again, lack of communication and reach
ability of the children magazines in all the
rural areas affects the circulation of the
magazine. The magazines which are totally

depend upon the children reader have less
‘reach’ in the rural areas and lack of agencies
to circulate among the needy reader brings a
challenge in the publicity of the same.

Mention-worthy challenge against the
circulation of children magazines in Assam is
the excessive accessibility of electronic and
new media. Presently, children are more
familiar with the cartoon shows like, Chota
Bheem, Doraemon, Oggy and the
Cockroaches, Tom And Jerry etc. than the
printed magazines. The children who read in
English and Hindi medium schools are very
much interested about those shows which
brought more entertainment among them. The
other children are also interested to use the
new media to fulfil their urge of entertainment
and adventure which included the video
games, online playing etc. And these various
kinds of sources of adventure and
entertainment follow a great challenge for the
magazines.

Ray of hope-

To conclude, it can be said that parents
should encourage their children to learn
Assamese from their childhood instead of
ignoring it. Otherwise readers of Assamese
magazines will be decreased in future. Books
and magazine "buying and reading culture”
should be grown among the kids.

To continue the golden literary history,
the publisher must work on contents & design
of Assamese children magazine so that they
can attract the attention of the target group in
first sight. Marketing should also be done
properly.

This is the universal human tendency,
that the parents and guardians are very much
conscious of the career and studies of their
children from the early stage of their lives.
But in this respect, they often forget about
the intellectual urge and need of their children
which can be fulfilled only through some
productive elements like books and
magazines. In this situation, the only solution
is the growth of a new mentality of adapting
modern view on the children magazines once
more to revive and upgrade the habit of
reading and also to create something more
new, more exciting and more adventurous
themes than before.

But the concept of privacy is changing
over the time.

And the
value of privacy has become as the most
controversial subject in this digital era. Due
to the evolution of technology, the world has
become more open in the sense of
communication. This paradigm brings new
ethical and juridical problems related to the
right of access to information, the right to
privacy and the protection of the economic
interest of the owners of intellectual property.
Most of the democratic countries have been
recognized the privacy as a human right. It is
also a necessary condition for other rights
such as freedom and personal autonomy.

The influence of technology on the
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privacy of people is visible in the different
y area. Electronic monitoring of employees is
# done by companies at their workplace to
monitor their productivity. According to Stair
peoples' privacy in the workplace are
threatened by using technology. The
interception and reading of E-mail messages
pose an ethical problem related to the private
communication of an individual. Data banking
i.e. merging of databases into a central
database that contains personal information.
Integration of the information is not the
problem here. The main problems include the
fact that the individual is not aware of
personal information being integrated into a
central database and its purpose. For example
after completing 12th when students apply
for different competitive exams, the online
database stored the specific information of
the student. Then after some days spam calls
or messages start to receive to advertise many
courses or colleges. So they are using the
confidential database of a student to
communicate him without his concern. That
also can be called matter of privacy. Device
and applications give away so much of
personal information. For example, GPS,
cellular phones, Facebook locator are all
devices and applications that tell others where
we are. Our control over the privacy is
decreasing day by -day with the rapid

advancement of technology. In the century
of big data, privacy has become a worldwide
concern.

We are very much comfortable with the
technology and cannot survive without it.
Therefore, some ethical norms are formulated
to address the ethical issues regarding privacy.
Those applicable ethical norms are Truth,
Freedom and Human rights. Truth is related
to the accuracy and factual correctness of the
information which guides to be open, honest
and trustworthy in handling information. As
per the freedom norms, every person has the
freedom to make decisions for the freedom
of privacy and avoid it from intrusion. Human
rights are closely related to freedom. This
norm is about juridical acceptance and
protection of person's right to their privacy. It
halts the unlawful interference in the private
life of a person from the society.

In the conclusion, we can see the use of
technology in the processing of information
arise various questions regarding the right to
privacy which is directly linked to the right
to freedom and human autonomy. These
problems relate mainly to the accessibility and
manipulation of information. Practical
guidelines can be formulated for handling this
problem as per the norms of freedom, truth
and human rights.

A. Significant Accounting Policies:

|. The accounts are drawn up on historical cost basis and have been prepared in
accordance with the applicable Accounting Standards.

2. Income and Expenditure are accounted on cash basis

3. Fixed Assets and Depreciation: Fixed Assets are stated at cost less accumulated
depreciation: Depreciations on Assets are provided on Written Down Value
(WDV) at Rates as per Income Tax Rules, 1962.

4. Grants in Aid (ClA) are accounted in Statement of Income & Expenditure as
Revenue to the exient of revenue expenditure incurred against it and Grants in Aid
(GIA) incurred for Capital Assets are taken as Capital Grant against Fixed Assets
(Tangible) in Balance Sheet. Thus, Grants in Aid were utilized for the purpose for
which it was sanctioned.

B. Notes on Account:

1. Capital Grant for Building Rs.4,97,500.00 (Rupees Four Lakhs Ninety seven
Thousand Five Hundred Only) which was received under the Scheme of Member
of Parliament Local Area Development (MPLAD) has been shown under Block
‘A’ of Fixed Assets (Note-6) by deduction from cost of Building (MPLAD)
Rs.4,98,665.00 (Rupees Four Lakhs Ninety Eight Thousand Six Hundred Sixty
Five Only). Nominal value of the concerned assets now appeared at Rs.1,165.00
(Rupees One Thousand One Hundred Sixty Five Only) for compliance of
Accounting Standard -12 issued by IC| for accounting for Government Grants.
Depreciation is not charged considering the value of assets at nominal value.

2. During the year there has occurred Excess of expenditure over Income
Rs.43.324.17 which includes Depreciation (non cash expenditure) of
Rs. 1, 04.214.00.

3. Previous year’s figures have been regrouped / reclassified / rearranged wherever
necessary to correspond with current year's figure.

4. Gramya Vikash Mancha has been appointed as Lead Partner for Mahila Kisan
Sasaktikaran Parijojana (MKSP) by the North Eastern Development Consortium
(NDC). Thus Unspent Fund against the project received from Assam State Rural
Livelihood Mission Society- ASRLMS (MoRD), Sir Dorabji Tata Trust (SDTT)
and SB Bank Interest have been shown as “Grants Fund MKSP (MAIN)” under
the head Current Liabilities in the Balance Sheet. On the other hand fund
transferred to other four partners from the MKSP MAIN account has been shown
as “Grants on Account ASRLMS (MKSP, MAIN)” under the head Current Assets
in the Balance Sheet.
