— ethnic domain transcending
political boundary

A take on cultural integrity between South East Asia
and North East India

Every individual identify his/herself with their own cultural identity. This is a
significant contributor to the progress various communities are making in relation
to Human development. We have ensured development in terms of health, education
and livelihood. Convergence of culture and communication is necessary for any
ethnic community and for nation state to gear towards development. It has been
observed that rarely the growth of indigenous culture of particular community and
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the development of nation is happening
simultaneously; at least as per the parameters of
development of nation State. This is very evident
with the concept of development dynamics of hill
and valley, tribal and non tribal, community
depending upon industrial economy, community
depending upon agro economy and community
depending upon forest economy, community victim
of prolonged armed conflict.

Culture is about practices of particular ethnic
community in respect of social, ethnic, religious and
political lives. Individuals following the norms of
particular culture in defined boundaries are set to
form a community. Culture, communication, belief
and even governance can be redefined beyond its
geographical boundary. As we will see in this article
taking North East India as a classic example. After
69 years of India’s independent mainstream media,
politics, social norms and economy has not been
able to influence its cultural territories. Contrary to
that, the Korean channel and movies of Thailand
and Singapore are very much in the television screen
of the household of the North East.

The rest of the India associates its ethnicity with
Aryans and Dravidians. Whereas North east India is
more comfortable to associate with communities like
with Kuki Chin and Mandele. Their most common
travel destinations are Singapore, Thailand and
Bangkok. If we peep at the cuisine styles of
northeast, its mostly steamed or boiled food adopted
from the communities living in the hills of the south
east Asia. These practices have crossed the national
geographical boundries and prevalent very much in
North East India. Rather we can say that
geographical re defining of territories could hardly
impact the cultural assimilation and connection.

The influence of indigenous culture happening
through various mode of communication, this is not
confined to the modern media as we see...rather
governance style, intellectual talk, local indigenous
folk song, martial art, folk dance, rituals, script,
language, inter change of cultural diversity and
integrity, universities of these countries are engaged
in student exchange programme.

Communication is not merely language, print
and electronic media, publication etc. Communication
also means the traditional stories, music, indigenous
cultural practices, governance system. Indigenous
Culture also means the food habits, dress code,
lifestyle and ethnic beliefs. It is not be confined by

geographical territory and political boundary.

The ethnic composition of Northeast India is
complex and unique. This is mainly because of the
extensive migration of various ethnic groups from
the surrounding East and Southeast Asian regions in
the ancient times. There had also been raids and
invasions by many invaders from Burma on the one
side and from the Indian plains on the other. Such
invasions left an abundant number of races, religions
and languages. Consequently, this contributed in
making Northeast India a storehouse of nationalities.
It can be easily inferred from the languages spoken
or the myths created that the ancestors of many
ethnic-tribal groups in the region hailed from far
flung regions. A large number of tribal groups living
in Northeast India are descendents of those who
migrated here centuries ago from countries like-
Mongolia, Tibet, China, Laos, Cambodia and
Thailand. Therefore, this region can better be called

a ‘Mongoloid India’ and culturally it is a pari of the
Southeast Asia. Northeast India represenis an
ethnological transition zone betwecih India and

neighbouring China, Myanmar, Bhutz
Bangladesh. There had been waves of migration of
various ethnic groups to the region.

Many communities in northeast India traces their
origin south of the Yarlung Zangbo, source of the
Brahmaputra River, including the Tai-Aboms or
Ahoms, an offspring of the Tai people who are called
Shan in Myanmar, Thai in Thailand, Lao in Laos,
Dai and Zhuang in China and Tay-Thai in Vietnam.
Many of us are not aware that the Meitei, who is
assumed to be a part of the Black Tai. out of the
three kindred of Tai: White Tai, Black Tai and Red
Tai, are addressed as Tai mi meaning Tai people by
many hill tribes in Manipur. Even the Manipuri
vernacular meaning of the universe is Taibangpan,
meaning the world in which the Tai reign, is
suggestive of the old connection with the Tai
community in Yunnan.

The similarities in the name of places may be
no coincidence. A predominantly Loi village
Tairenpokpi, which is situated at the foothills of
Imphal West may be one of the early settlement of
the Tai people who probably migrated from Yunnan,
as the name suggest. In Yunnan there is a place
called Damenlong, pronounced as Tamenlong.
Whether Tamenglong in Manipur and Damenlong
has any mythological and historical connection even
in the oral history and tradition must inspire our
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Anthropologist, Linguists and Historians alike.
Tangkhul Naga legend has that Yunnan is the place
of origin of the Tangkhul. Many Naga friends from
Nagaland, when inquired about the origin of the
Naga shares that some of the Naga may have
migrated from South East Asia, as there are oral
history and discovery of fossils and shells peculiar
to ocean.

Worldwide human race make distinction
between each other in relation to the geographical
boundaries, climate, religion, ethnicity, colours,
language, food habits, physical features etc.
Differences of cultural and social identity are now
the subject of polity of human beings. likewise we
see the people of different continents with different
way of their culture and identity, Worldwide,
communities are surviving with their own identity.
We have not come out from the feelings of
separatism. Time to time it appears through sports,
Politics and development paradigm. Though we
sce the development of these races in terms of
education, economy, sports, polity and yes there is
convergence of culture and that lead to the
development of community. Here the education and
constitutional framework of country and United
Nations are playing a greater role- it gives liberty to
community to survive with their own culture with
language and also at the same time to survive with
common principles so that one ethnic community
can interact with others and learn from each other.
The culture of agro community is characterised by
their product and usage, it is also cross cutting the
religious line. The culture of tribal and hill
community is based on the culture of forest and hill,
where one can find calm and peace, freshness and
at the same time isolation. All the practices related
to the religion, economy, social life evolved from
the nature and their survival is in it. The cultural of
industrial society is depending upon the community
of workers whose capability and skills to deliver
keep them united and also help them develop new
ways of life.

Some of the regions in India is facing issues in
converging culture and development. North Eastern
India is the land of culture and nature. More than 50
ethnic communities are living in these areas and are
governed by their own cultural practices. Some
examples are Khobu, Maring, Mou, Meitei, Kuki,
Naga, Ahom, Bodo, mizo, Khasi, Thadou, Thankhul,
Paitei, Gangte etc. Village chief are the ultimate

authority. The structure and philosophy of such
system is different from Democratic framework as
presented by Indian Constitution. The struggle to
meet at a common juncture often leads to conflict
situation. Such conflict is often caused by political
interference and divisive strategies adopted by its
leaders. The minority ethnic groups endure long term
discrimination and try to mobilise political support
for their benefit. The territorial integrity is vigorously
challenged by diversities of 36 ethnic groups in
Manipur.

Ethnic conflicts are observed in between the
Adivasi and Bodo, Muslim Vs. Bodo, Kuki Vs. Naga,
Meitei Vs. Muslims etc. these ethnic conflict now
become the political conflict in between them and
further it is transformed into the armed conflict in
the region. these conflicts draws the community in
backward direction. But it is also true that
comprehensive social and economic development
of the region is reducing the ethnic differences.
Promotion of education in these states is playing a
prime role in reducing the ethnic differences.
Similarly, new economic (livelihood) options, market
economy are also paving way to the community to
come forward together. Assam Meghalaya and
Sikkim are the unique examples to come up with
the differences among the ethnic conflict and moving
towards development.

Role of Media is also limited but significant in
such situation. The media has limited accessibility
due to geographical barriers of hills and political
interference of underground ethnic groups. The state
also often limits their mobility. Media persons are
questioned by the Security forces. Their hands are
tied up due to the conflict situation. Region is divided
in valley and hill. Media reporting is not reaching to
all the places at a time. Local network is also
confined to certain geographical area due to lack of
infrastructure and security reasons

Amidst this situation, media continues to play
crucial role in reporting human rights violations by
both state and non-state actors and military
oppression. The regional media is more alert than
the mainstream media from the mainland India. Big
media houses are picking up the story from local
media houses and initiating policy debate and
discourse at national level. In one such incident a
young boy has been killed by armed personnel in
the middle of a market place in the year 2010.
Tehelka.com highlighted the issue with photographs
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in national media. As a result, enquiry commission
had been set up. In the year 2017, cases are being
handover to the Central Bureau of Investigation for
further verifications so that Justice can be delivered.
Media is playing the bigger role in protecting the
human rights, protecting the child right issues. Cases
related to the child sexual abuse, child trafficking,
non functioning of schools and hospital are being
published to alert the implementing authority, they
are putting watch on the atrocities against women
and helping bureaucracy, politician and judiciary to
act upon.

It is natural to observe that as “Mongoloid India’,
the Northeast region shares ethnic similarities with
the surrounding Mongoloid populace living in the
neighbouring countries of East and Southeast Asia.
This is also revealed that there had been extensive
migrations in the region covering the trans Himalayan
and other Asian areas. Through such migrations there
had been transfer of cultures along with populace.
The people of the region are aware about their ethnic-
cultural links with surrounding areas. However, in
present times most of them are on the verge of losing
such linkages due to a number of factors which
include nationalising tendencies penetrating from rest
of India. The potential points of such linkages have
been that this could serve the purpose of building a
strong bond with the countries of East and Southeast
Asian nations. This would, in the present age of
globalisation, serve the economic purpose of India,
and in turn bring prosperity to the region as well.
Such potentiality seems to have exerted influence in
the minds of policy makers of our country. This is
obvious from launching of policies like ‘Look East
Policy’ in recent past. Sections of people are still
optimistic that such policy if implemented properly
at a sooner date, would transform Northeast India
into a hub of Indian trade with Asian economic
giants, and this would develop the region and many
of the problems from which the region has been
suffering would disappear automatically. Being
specific to China, it can be said that the revival of

the ancient trade and cultural contacts could serve
the great purpose of strengthening India-China
relations. Cultural aspects have always been a
building factor in the strained relations between
countries. The usage of various modern technologies
of communication would help in reenergizing the
age-old cultural relations. In the present age of
globalization where there is increasing cultural
assimilation, there is scope for the reshaping the
ancient cultural contacts.

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Language, People and Power:
Thoughts on Nagamese

In an informal aside at an official meeting, a well-known academic mused about
the plight of Nagamese as a language. He wondered if anyone was really interested
in its development and growth. Those of us with an interest in the history and culture
of the region immediately set our minds on a quick scan of occasions when governments
and public bodies have done anything to promote Nagamese. I recalled a few instances
when Assamese intellectuals - such as Bhupen Hazarika - and public bodies - like the
Assam Sahitya Sabha - made efforts to use Nagamese to reconnect the histories and
politics of the peoples of Assam and Nagaland. In the 1950s and 1960s, the Assam
Sahitya Sabha attempted to maintain a dialogue between the people of Nagaland and
North Eastern Frontier Agency (NEFA), against the backdrop of a political
dismemberment of the colonial province of Assam. Bhupen Hazarika, the quintessential
crowd-pleaser, had a ready Nagamese version of some of his Assamese songs. Clearly,
these efforts were not enough to prevent the eventual reorganisation of the region,
nor could they elevate Nagamese from the realm of Creole patois. The academic in
question then opined that Nagamese was not loved by anyone. Not the government,
nor the communities that speak it.

Perhaps there is some truth in his pronouncement. It is not the language that
children learn from their mothers. Very few people would claim it be their mother
tongue, opting instead to be speakers of Tenyidie, Kyong, Nocte, Sumi or any other
language that places them within the realm of a definite language-speaking kin
community. Some linguists would therefore claim that Nagamese is not really a
language, but merely a degraded remnant of languages that are spoken somewhere
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else. Although there have not been any studies to
look at the origins of the Nagamese, one can
imagine that it spread with Christian missionaries
moving uphill from Jorhat and Sibsagar, as also
with administrators, traders and others working for
the colonial state. The missionaries and
administrators most certainly were native English
speakers, who would have learned some high
Assamese in the valley. It is not very difficult to
imagine American missionaries and Naga villagers
creating Nagamese through the reciprocal imitation
of rudimentary language forms, in this case,
Assamese, Bengali, Farsi, Urdu and Nepali.
Therein lies the peculiar predicament of
Nagamese. It is often dismissed as glbbensh that
cannot allow a speaker to
fully inhabit this language.
All governments and
academic institutions
would consider it to be
unsuitable for imparting
education, especially
since our contemporary
society considers English
to be the language of
power and other
languages - such as our
mother tongues - to be
ones that bind us to our
kin communities. It is
particularly impossible to
use Nagamese to do one's
dealing with officials in
courts of law, banks and
so on. Neither can it give
us access to literature and
history, because whatever
we wish to communicate (in Nagamese) and in
whatever form, seems to be better known elsewhere.
Yet I am sympathetic to Nagamese, since as a
language it is a tool that helps us make our way in
through this world. People learn languages in order
to map the society of its speakers and to be able to
have some leverage within it. Hence, (if I were in
France) I can imagine that learning French would
work to my advantage, even though I would be on
the lower strata of French society, given my inability
to be immersed in its rich literary history. In contrast,
Nagamese -- precisely because it is severed from

high culture and power -- has a weightlessness to it
that is less intimidating. It is not the language that
is preferred by the local magistrate, nor does it
pretend to exclude its speakers on the basis of
knowledge of their literary and class status.

When one speaks two languages, one of which
is one's first language and the other not, one has
two selves and is constantly shifting between them
depending on the language being used. There is
always the possibility of developing a different
persona for each. Thus, it is comforting to know
that Nagamese circulates without the authoritative
control of the administration and is still free of the
hierarchies that other languages carry with them.
Nagamese can never usurp other languages as

Melayu once did in Southeast Asia. However, it
allows for a more democratic platform for
articulating our collective stories in parts of upper
Assam, eastern Arunachal Pradesh and Nagaland.
Despite the fact that governments are indifferent to
it, it still creates a temporary space for sharing
difficult and contentious histories in a way that
Assamese, or English can only aspire to. For
instance, imagine the diffusion of tension if all
border disputes between Assam and its neighbours,
Arunachal Pradesh and Nagaland, were to be
reported only in Nagamese!
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Development Dynamics in Assam

Development has become a very important goal for winning votes,
friendships, building homes and leading a celebrity lifestyle in the recent context
of urbanisation. Even villages are getting developed with urban amenities for
weekend breaks, getaway holidays and development tourism. I remember some
friends arguing we want the country to develop, we can't live with filth, dumping
grounds and pan stains on the walls. Development flows through the notes of
billionaires whose chance to develop their own needs are prioritised more than
anything else. Development has become an equalizer in terms of access to a
good toilet, potable drinking water, sanitary and adult napkins, condoms, smooth
roads, bullet trains, cheaper airlines and a dozen malls with all branded clothes,
shoes, bags, accessories, perfumes, jewellery. Development has become the new
mobilisation tool for political, social, cultural and economic institutions to make
people invest in changes. Consumerist development has enveloped the concept
of human development completely in today's context. Mobile phones have become
the indicators of prosperity and development in any context. Whether people use
the mobile phones to play betting games, life threatening games or watching
pornography it doesn't matter. Children from the age group of 4 years want to
use a mobile phone for games and films and parents struggle hard to get them
one. Development has almost slept the ground beneath everyone whose lives are
entwined with ever changing natural and social dimensions. Development in lay
terms relates to infrastructure, technology and communication but not necessarily
behavioural changes, social mobility, equitable distribution of resources or gender
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transformative practices. People have learnt to speak
a language of development where they can find space
anywhere in the world but somehow moved away
from the language of reality. Development activists
have become very active political agents. But they
have not been able to address the real issues. Today
everything is available online through mobile apps
and cyber space but in reality people are not very
sure about development policies and practices.
Development is another name for change which is
sustainable and dignified. Our region has seen
crumbling situations when it comes to disasters both
natueral and human -
induced. But
development 1is not
limited to infrastructure
increase and economic
growth but it has to be
inclusive of ecological,
cultural, social,
economic and gender
based processes. When
such processes are
subsided in the name of
earning profits then we
need to question that
form of development. In
today's world state
machinery is looking at
positive reinforcement
for any intervention
they make. But the state
is not ready for any
form of critical space
for distorted
development. Not all forms of development are
conducive to ecology, human health, social
stratification and cultural consciousness.
Development needs to be regenerative, context
specific, culturally acceptable and locally innovative.
We cannot measure development with the number
of bikes, cars, mobile phones, tv sets and malls alone.
If toilets are made and not used with adequate
cleanliness, roads are made but not repaired within
the timeline, electricity is provided but does not get
repaired on time when there is a need, hospitals are
there but equipments for testing and investigation
are faulty then development needs to be revisited. If
homes are given to the poor but not liveable and
secured enough then such fruits of development are
not equitable.

Every person has a right to sustainable and
equitable development according to third generation
of human rights and community and social well being
goals. In this regard, collective ecological rights hold
enormous relevance. Collective ecological rights
perspective is a framework which includes ecological
space and livelihood space at an equitable and
regenerative circular space. We cannot enjoy
individual or collective rights without ecological
rights. For eg: A woman cannot negotiate for her
choices and priorities without a collective identity
and also without her ecological space. In similar

lines, a group of SHG women cannot claim their
empowered space without their individual and
collective ecological rights. Again a community as
a collective also cannot uphold their resources,
ownership and access to ecological spaces without
their individual and collective rights. In the context
of women in Assam some groups are striving
towards economic self reliance but with limited
access to collective ecology. Some individual women
or men are also succeeding to gain a lot of support
for their independent enterprises but they do not
have any support as a collective or as the custodians
of ecological space. Development can be inclusive
and sustainable only when it has individual, collective
and ecological rights and resources in an optimum
balance.
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Reccnlly the International Labour organisation
(ILO ) has published one document about the people
working in the informal sector worldwide according
to which around 81% employed person in India are
working in the informal sector, with only 6.5% in
the formal sector and 0.8% in the household sector.
The report of the ILO published under the heading
of “Women and Men in the Informal Economy — A
Statistical Picture (Third edition)”emphasised on the
fact that for having a decent work for million people
in the informal economy (PIEs) a transition to the
formal economy is a condition precedent. The study
also found a rising number (98.3%) of youth aged
15-24 in informal employment in the region
compared with 67.1% of adult workers (25+). “The
higher the education level, the higher the chance to
obtain formal employment; 31 per cent of tertiary-
educated workers are in informal employment
compared to 90 per cent of workers with primary
education”, said the report. The important aspect
highlighted by this report is that such jobs were
predominant in rural areas (85.2 %) and formed
almost half of employment (47.4%) in urban areas.

Revealing an interesting statistics the report has
admitted the fact that that all of agricultural
employment (94.7%) is informal in the Asia-Pacific
region, and it reaches a high of 99.3% in Southern
Asia, which includes India. In the industrial sector,
informal jobs represents a higher share at 68.8%
than in the services sector at 54.1%.The report also
says that globally around two billion people — more
than 61% of all employed people — work in the

informal economy, says the report, adding that 93%
the world’s informal employment is in emerging and
developing countries, with the level of education
seen as a key factor. Agriculture is the sector with
the highest level of informal employment (93.6%)
around the world. The industry (57.2%) and service
(47.2%) sectors are relatively less exposed to
informality, especially the service sector in the Arab
States and Asia and the Pacific.

The state of Assam with high unemployment
rate has lakhs of people working in the informal
sector and within the state the city of Guwahti has
been witnessing radical changes in the growing
numbers of PIEs in last three or four decades,
particularly after the post liberalisation period. The
growth of PISs in a massive number in the state
capital of Assam is a result of a number of causes
amongst them are massive unemployment primarily
resulted from underdevelopment and slow economic
growth; successive failure of crop due to flood,
erosion and other natural calamities that transforms
agriculture to a seemingly non-productive avenue;
alienation of agriculture as well as abode land from
the possession of marginal section of the people by
various means of discriminatory policies, systematic
exploitation and a imposed agricultural practices.

With the rapid development along with
unprecedented expansion of Guwahati, the number
of the people working in the informal sector has
also multiplied in recent decades. A majority among
them are the migrated one who has been drifted to
this city for getting avenue as well as sustaining
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livelihood. Most of the people migrated to urban
centres of Assam have been engaging themselves in
the informal sector that mainly includes vending,
manual as well as skilled work in construction and
development works, carpentry, masonry, painters,
plumbers, cook, domestic workers, cleaning etc.
Among these huge work force, the city has around
40,000 vendors and more than lack construction
workers who are bearing the burden of lots of
responsibilities of development and at the same time
facing discrimination and exclusion.

One of the most unfortunate aspects in the legal
history of India is that the country has not
endeavoured till to the last century to enact law for
the security and protection of those people who are
working in the informal sector without having any
kind of statutory safeguard. It is only in 2008, the
Parliament of India enacted Unorganised
Workers&#39; Social Security Act 2008 to provide
for the social security and welfare of the unorganised
workers. The act provides for the constitution of
National Social Security Board for the Unorganised
sector at the Central level and State Social Security
Board for the Unorganised sector at the state level
which shall recommend formulation of social security
schemes viz life and disability cover, health and
maternity benefits, old age protection and any other
benefit as may be determined by the Government
for unorganised workers. Similarly the Indian
Parliament also enacted the Street Vendors
(Protection of Livelihood and Regulation of Street
Vending) Act, 2014 to regulate street vendors in
public areas and protect their rights. The Act has
been passed in the parliament with the objectives of
to protect the livelihood rights of street vendors as
well as regulate street vending through demarcation
of vending zones, conditions for and restrictions on
street vending.

In fact both these two acts are the sources from
which the people working in the informal sector are
getting statutory inspirations for accessing social
security and employment protection. The
Unorganised Workers&#39; Social Security Act 2008
has been a foundation for the PIEs for securing labour
rights like minimum wages, pensions, health and
maternity benefits and unemployment compensation.
As the people engaged in the informal sector are
lacking any kind of social protection, security of
tenure and opportunities for skill up gradation and
training, the said act is a landmark statutory

achievement for providing social security protection
to the said class of labour. Moreover lack of
consolidated struggle for securing the respective
rights also a cause of their inability to achieve any
improvement in their working conditions. Both these
two acts mentioned above, have given a space to
the PIEs to organise and mobilise themselves to raise
collective voices to demand their rights. But
unfortunately both these acts have been implemented
in Assam in a casual manner.

For illustrating such casual attitude of the state
authority, we may cite many examples whereby the
administrative authority of the city has carried out a
number of eviction drive against the street vendors
without prior information and notice. In 2018 these
vendors have faced one eviction before which two
eviction measures were carried in 2017. Surprisingly
during the year when the Street Vendors Act
(Protection of Livelihood and Regulation of Street
Vending), 2014 act was passed in the parliament,
two eviction drive was carried out at Guwahati.
Though it is mandatory under the said Act to do
survey before assuming any eviction, but such
evictions were carried out bypassing the above
mentioned rule. It means that the GMC authority
has not yet completed the survey for identifying
vending zone. Similarly in case of construction
workers, the government of Assam framed the state
rule after one decade of the original act came into
force and the Assam Building and Other Construction
Workers Welfare Board was formed in only in 2007.
Therefore it needs a consolidated effort by harnessing
majority of the labor and working classes under a
common platform to make pressure over the state
authority to implement properly these acts. Without
having a common platform for the working classes
for their causes, scattered activities and struggles
give little result in asserting rights for the said classes
of people. Moreover as the interest of these classes
does not reflect the aspirations of the middle classes,
particularly the urban middle, and their voices
always remain unheard. Whenever a collective
approach is taken for the benefit of the working and
labor class, spontaneous support and co-operation
usually do not come from that quarter that represents
the mainstream media and intellect. Therefore a long
term approach and strategy is required for developing
collectiveness among the PIEs by involving different
union and people who raise voices for the rights of
the workers engaging in the informal sector.
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Cultural Tradition
and Our Environment

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Biodegradable Plastics: An Absolute Solution
to Current Plastic led Environment Pollution

Earth; the third planet from Sun in solar system
is the only place in known universe confirmed to
host life and we owe to the mother Earth for
providing us her womb. Over the millions of years,
animals and plants are co-existing in an ecologically
balanced environment, but until the industrial
revaluation of 18" century in Europe and United
States. Humans have evolved as the most intelligent
living being on the earth and over a century, human
activities are becoming the major threat to the
biodiversity of the earth. The first factor is the
exponential rise in human population that further
leads to sequential problems like deforestation,
industrial chemical hazard led water and air pollution,
hazardous plastic led environmental pollution etc.
Several factors together create massive climatic
change, which is absolutely undesirable as rapid
climate change of earth is the prime reason for mass
extinction. Man really don’t want that.

Here, I am going to briefly discuss about the
recently (over past three decades from now)
developed issue of human led plastic pollution to
our environment and its possible solution.
Intelligence make man capable of utilizing fossil oil

as fuel and also produce another wonder material as
commonly known as “Plastics”. Discovery of plastics
caused tremendous change to the comfort of man in
day-to-day life. Light weight, easy formability into
desired shape and size, excellent aesthetics, wide
variation in product rigidity and strength make it an
enormously acclaimed material for multiple
applications in our society. An efficient combination
of science with technology results formation of
different grades of plastics that are suitable not only
to ordinary household but also dominates in high
performance applications like construction, plumbing
etc., engineering applications including electronic
and radio appliances, automobile body parts, aviation
sector etc., and biomedical applications like plastic
needles, blood transfusion pipe and bags, surgery
sutures, staples and other implants etc. The out-of-
limit usage of plastics and lack of proper use and
disposal guidelines and awareness of the society,
waste management by the municipality cause litter
of these plastics in land and water. In 1950 the
world produced only 2 million tonnes of plastics.
Since then, annual production has increased nearly
200-fold, reaching 381 million tonnes in 2015.
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Approximately, 91% of plastic waste isn’t recycled.
Most plastics don’t biodegrade in any meaningful
sense; all these plastic wastes could exist for
hundreds or even thousands of years. Nearly two
million single-use plastic bags are distributed
worldwide every minute. If plastic production isn’t
curbed, plastic pollution will outweigh fish pound
for pound by 2050. There are more micro-plastics
in the ocean than there are stars in the Milky Way,
and it goes into human food chain through seafood
and salt extracted. However, the human society will
nearly become paralyzed if plastic use will be
completely withdrawn. So, we cannot live without
the use of piastics. Complete ban of plastic is
practically fictitious.

Now! Let’s come to the possible solutions to

tackle the issue of plastic pollution. There are three
important measures we can take to block the possible
forthcoming havoc created by the excess reliance of
human society upon plastic usage.
1. Societal awareness on the environmental
pollution and ecological imbalance caused by
the conventional plastic and limit its use, regulate
proper waste management. Every human being
in our society must have the awareness towards
environment pollution created by plastics in
different forms, and need to take step to curb.
It starts from our home. We need to understand
that the conventional non-biodegradable plastics
need to be separated from the wet waste and
provide it to the municipality collection system
accordingly. The same we are supposed to do
in the public place as well.
Develop protocols by the government in
emphasizing recycling of plastics. Recycling of
plastics is another efficient method to reduce
the plastic pollution and both government and
industries are equally responsible to work in
this line. While government can encourage
entrepreneurs in setting up recycling industries
by providing lower interest rates in loans, giving
tax incentives, friendly trade policies etc. for
this segment of industries.

3. Encourage and if necessary, mandate plastic
industries in prioritized use of biodegradable
plastics in place of non-biodegradable plastics
for production of both single use and multiple
use items. Biodegradable plastics are the generic
form of plastics that may or may not be
originated from bio-sources and petroleum

feedstock. But these plastics naturally
decompose in the environment within 180 days
of time period and don’t cause formation of
any harmful gases. Microorganisms present in
the soil or compost are capable to disintegrate
these plastics into carbon dioxide and moisture.
Starch, Chitosan, Cellulose, poly(butylene
succinate) [PBS], poly(Lactic acid) [PLA],
poly(é-caprolactone) [PCL], poly (hydroxyl
alkanoate) [PHA] are some of the common
names of biodegradable plastics among
scientists across the globe. As per certain
standards, different grades of biodegradable
plastics are able to be degraded by
microorganisms present in the compost. These
composts can either be procured or be simulated
at home manually. Within six months of time
period, biodegradable plastics undergo severe
degradation. The resulting compost material is
non-toxic, and contains enough micronutrients
produced by the micro-organisms present in the
compost, which in turn is good enough for plant
growth. So, it is much convenient to use
biodegradable plastics and throw it in your bin
or compost tub, and after certain days use this
compost as manure for your Kitchen garden.
Hence, biodegradable plastics create minimum
to no pollution or harm to the environment.
Among these, PLA because of its excellent
properties has gained tremendous attention as a
potential replacement of several rigid and semi-
rigid non-biodegradable, conventional plastics
like polyethylene [PE], polypropylene [PP],
polyethylene(terephthalate) [PET], polystyrene
[PS] etc. Further, PCL due to its superior
physical and mechanical properties than
conventional non-biodegradable polyethylene
[PE], may have incredibly high chance to
completely replace. However, the cost is the
prime setback in this case, and adding some
locally available, cheap and renewable
biomaterials like bamboo powder, rice straw
powder, -jute fiber powder etc. may bring down
the overall cost of production of PCL based
product without compromising with its
biodegradable and non-toxic characteristics.
Thin packaging films and plastic carry bags
made up of biodegradable plastics like starch,
PCL, PLA etc. in the market will create massive
role in curbing plastics pollution by 60%
globally.

A. Significant Accounting Policies:

1. The accounts are drawn up on historical cost basis and have been prepared in
accordance with the applicable Accounting Standards.

2. Income and Expenditure are accounted on cash basis

3. Fixed Assets and Depreciation: Fixed Assets are stated at cost less accumulated
depreciation. Depreciations on Assets are provided on Written Down Value
(WDV) at Rates as per Income Tax Rules, 1962.

4. Grants in Aid (GIA) are accounted in Statement of Income & Expenditure as
Revenue to the extent of revenue expenditure incurred against it and Grants in Aid
(GIA) incurred for Capital Assets are taken as Capital Grant against Fixed Assets
(Tangible) in Balance Sheet. Thus, Grants in Aid were utilized for the purpose for
which it was sanctioned.

B. Notes on Account:

1. Capital Grant for Building Rs.4.97,500.00 (Rupees Four Lakhs Ninety seven
Thousand Five Hundred Only) which was received under the Scheme of Member
of Parliament Local Area Development (MPLAD) has been shown under Block
‘A’ of Fixed Assets (Note-6) by deduction from cost of Building (MPLAD)
Rs.4,98.665.00 (Rupees Four Lakhs Ninety Eight Thousand Six Hundred Sixty
Five Only). Nominal value of the concerned assets now appeared at Rs.1,165.00
(Rupees One Thousand One Hundred Sixty Five Only) for compliance of
Accounting Standard -12 issued by ICAl for accounting for Government Grants.
Depreciation is not charged considering the value of assets at nominal value.

2. During the year there has occurred Excess of Income over expenditure
Rs.10,32,802.36 which includes Depreciation (non cash expenditure) of
Rs. 1,03,877.00.

3. Previous year’s figures have been regrouped / reclassified / rearranged wherever
necessary to correspond with current year’s figure.

4. Gramya Vikash Mancha has been appointed as Lead Partner for Mahila Kisan
